Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission

and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Wednesday, February 20, 2008

Held at Village Office

Immediately following the hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Linda Donnelly Michael Broh, and Joel Marcus. Lew Averill, Keith Symon and Bob Tennant were absent.

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee members present: Irv Snyder, Benny Stenner and Fred Iausly.

Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla, Greg Jewell and Dale Pforr.

2. Wendy Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Marcus, second by Donnelly to approve the agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the January 16, 2008 Plan Commission Hearing and Meeting of the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. Motion by Broh, second by Snyder to approve the minutes. Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to amend Section 3.09A ARN District. Proposed amendments are to strike “which are not part of a subdivision” and to change the minimum lot size of one and one half acres (1.5) to four (4) acres. Joint Plan Commission & JEZC vote: Motion by Donnelly, second by Broh to recommend approval to amend Section 3.09A ARN District. Proposed amendments are to strike “which are not part of a subdivision” and to change the minimum lot size of one and one half acres (1.5) to four (4) acres. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to rezone parcels defined on the proposed Preliminary Plat for Quietview Acres Subdivision from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to ARN Extraterritorial New Agricultural Residential District. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the final plat process. Ed Lilla explained that a new application for Final Plat would have to be completed and submitted for Quietview along with all of the other required documentation. Snyder said “There was one question regarding Prairie Sanitary District easements and we are not going to require easements.” Joint Plan Commission & JEZC vote: Motion by Snyder, second by Donnelly to recommend approval to rezone parcels defined on the proposed Preliminary Plat for Quietview Acres Subdivision from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to ARN Extraterritorial New Agricultural Residential District. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Preliminary consultation with Cardinal Glass regarding future expansion. Prem explained that Roger Stanek was in a few months back regarding future expansion of Cardinal but nothing was definite at the time. Prem continued by saying “Well be holding a special hearing and meeting on Tuesday, March 11th.” “We’ll need to rezone and annex the property, this committee expressed a desire for the expansion to take place to the north, however it doesn’t seem that it will be possible so Cardinal is looking at property to the south.” Greg Jewell showed preliminary views of the future expansion. Jewell said “These are very preliminary plans and would occur in phases.” Donnelly inquired about where the employees will come from. Snyder stated “With the economic impacts people will probably be looking for employment.” Prem stated “I did talk to Roger Stanek and Bob Bond about truck traffic and they will not be using Hoxie Street in residential areas.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed other possibilities. No action was necessary on the preliminary consultation with Cardinal Glass regarding future expansion.
8. Information from the Local Government Center regarding Local Land Use Planning and Zoning 2008 WisLine Teleconference Series. No action necessary.
9. There was no general public comment.

10. Adjourn. Motion by Broh, second by Snyder to adjourn at 8:20 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor
