1. Prem called hearing to order at 7:00 pm. Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Bob Tennant, Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Keith Symon and Lew Averill. Linda Donnelly was absent.

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee members present: Irv Snyder, Benny Stenner and Fred Iausly.

Others present: Wendy Crary, Mark Nysted, Allen Lamers, Vivek Likhite, Diane Likhite, Rita Marit, Paul Marit and Ed Lilla.

2. Wendy Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Approve agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Symon to approve agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Discussion on the consideration of a request by Allen Lamers for a conditional use permit for a Bus Barn (Bus Service & Maintenance Facility) on parcel #032-0903, S12430 Hwy 23, Town of Spring Green. Allen Lamers and Mark Nysted reviewed the proposed plans for the facility and for dividing the parcel into two lots. Snyder said, “I have concerns with the shared driveway and I’m also wondering why they have to do a CSM, can’t the existing building be designated as an accessory building?” Snyder continued by asking, “Does an accessory building have to be in the rear yard?” Lilla answered, “Yes, there are some zoning districts that allow multiple principal structures but the B-3 District does not.” Prem pointed out that the precedence that has been set in the B-3 District is that each principal structure has its own parcel. Snyder informed the Plan Commission that the township has discussed the possibility of requiring an easement for this property for a possible service road in the future. Snyder said, “I think everyone can appreciate the complexity of the driveways along USH 14 and I want to make sure that this is done right.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the proposed building being placed further east of STH 23 for the purpose of an easement. Lilla informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that the state already requires a 110’ setback from STH 23. Averill stated, “You can require an access easement for some guarantee for access to the other lot.”
