Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on October 27, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Wendy Crary, Village Clerk/Treasurer, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to appoint Gene Hausner to run the meeting.  Motion carried.
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson and Greg Prem were absent.  Prem arrived at 7:16 p.m.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Laura Graves, Greg Wipperfurth, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the October 13, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

6.      Old Business:
a. Crary stated she had left several messages with the Public Service Commission (PSC), and when someone finally got back to her, they suggested she call the Department of Commerce.  Liegel stated he spoke with a Village of Plain trustee, as the Village of Plain was selling water to several businesses outside the village limits.  Liegel stated the trustee suggested not entering into an agreement with Oak Ridge Estates unless it is annexed into the village.  The board discussed annexation and the differences between the situations in Plain versus Spring Green.  Marcus stated the statutes were not clear as to whether an agreement would need to be drawn up between the village and Mr.  Shifflet, or the village and the Township.  No action taken.  Prem arrived at 7:16 p.m.
b. Crary gave an update on the 2011 preliminary budget noting several changes that were made since the last board meeting.  Changes made included:
· $8,118 added to Local General Purpose Taxes

· Wage and benefits were increased to reflect 2% increase for full-time employees

· Public Safety budget reduced by $8,000 per board recommendation

· Fire Protection decreased approximately $3,800, Fire/EMS Building payment decreased approximately $3,000

· Total Capital Projects decreasing by 58.18%

· Madison Area Technical College levy amount came in lower than expected
