Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 15, 2010 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the December 1, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Hottmann moved and Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the consent agenda 
      consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

6.        Old Business:
a. Wilkins stated a new server is critical to the needs of the department and a new multi-function printer, fax, copier and scanner is needed to replace multiple machines in the department that are getting out-of-date.  Nelson stated perhaps the department would rather lease the equipment and have a service contract rather than purchasing out right.  Prem stated there is probably not enough use to justify the cost of a lease program.  Hausner moved and Miller seconded to authorize the purchase of a HP ProLiant ML110 597558-005 Server for $950.00 and an HP CM2320 FXI multi-function printer, fax, copier and scanner for $799.99 for the Spring Green Police Department.  Motion carried.
7.        New Business:   

a. Prem stated the Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee met prior to the board meeting and decided not to create a policy regarding the removal of trees within the village.  Prem stated each request should first go before the Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee and then before the Board for official approval.  Prem stated these matters should be handled on a case by case basis.  Prem stated a policy would be too hard to write, as they could not possibly cover ever situation imaginable. Prem stated the recommendation from the Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee is to approve Mr. Olson’s request to remove a tree at his home at his expense.  Marcus asked if Mr. Olson planned on planting another tree.  Prem stated Mr. Olson is planning to plant another tree on his private property.  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the request submitted by Dennis Olson regarding tree removal at 459 N. Washington Street.  Motion carried. 
b. Prem stated the street improvement plan serves as a tool to help define priorities and is also a necessity when applying for grant monies.  Prem stated the recommendation of the Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee is to accept the revised Street Improvements Plan.  Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to approve the revised 2011 – 2015 Street Improvements Plan as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Crary stated in order to comply with the Affordable Health Care Act of 2010, the original Code Section 125, Flexible Benefit Plan has to be amended, and she needs authorization to execute the amendment.  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve Resolution R-1007, Certificate of Adopting Resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Miller seconded to acquire new cables and control system for the Public Works 2001 dump truck for $2,250.00.  Motion carried.
e. Wipperfurth stated the purchase of a loader is in the budget for 2011, but he would like the board to approve the purchase this year, as prices generally go up 2-4% at the beginning of the year.  Wipperfurth recommended purchasing a John Deere 524K, which is a step up from what they currently have.  Wipperfurth stated he would also like to purchase a reversing camera and rear object detection system which would be an additional $3,000.00.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to accept the recommendation of Public Works Director – Greg Wipperfurth for the purchase in 2011 of a John Deere 524K Loader equipped as described for $61,887.00 and a reversing camera and rear object detection system for $3,000.00.  Motion carried.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to amend the motion to add an additional 48 month warranty for $2,450.00.  Motion carried.

a. Update on space needs study, employee personnel policy and capital inventory list.

b. Letter from the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources regarding New Water System Disinfection Requirements.

9.       General Public Comment:  Crary stated there are Sauk County Health Care Center Foundation Cookbooks available for purchase for $10.00 each at the village hall, and proceeds will go toward a stain glass project at the Sauk County Health Care Center.
