Minutes
Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Wednesday, October 20, 2010
Held at Village Office

154 N. Lexington Street

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.  Members present: Bob Tennnant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Greg Prem, and Lew Averill. Linda Donnelly (JEZC) was absent. 
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher. 

Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla, and Terry Shifflet.

2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to approve agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the September 15, 2010 Plan Commission Hearing and Meeting. Motion by Marcus, second by Hutnik, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Preliminary consultation with Terry Shifflet regarding the addition of “Beauty Salon” as a permitted use in the B-3 Village & Extraterritorial Highway Commercial District. Shifflet informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that there is someone interested in opening a one chair salon in his building on Sunrise Drive. Shifflet continued by explaining that this individual currently works in Madison at a salon and has approximately 25 clients in this area that drive all the way to Madison. Shifflet said, “The B-2 & B-3 Districts are very similar, however, B-3 does not include “Beauty Salon”. Shifflet also said, “Five new businesses came to town & opened in my building.” Tennant stated, “I have no problem with adding “Beauty Salons” to the B-3 District, I don’t know if as a permitted use.” “We’ll have to discuss adding it as a permitted use versus a conditional use.” Prem said, “We’d be hard pressed to find any conditions to place on “Beauty Salons” in the B-3, when it’s a permitted use in the B-2.” Jones commented that she thinks it’s great another business wants to open in the area. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to publish a hearing notice for a zoning amendment to add “Beauty Parlor” & “Barber Shop” as permitted uses in the B-3 District. (Joint vote)  Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding Sauk County Jurisdiction of various ordinances. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed this matter and a copy of the Village Zoning Ordinance, Subdivision Ordinance, and Flood Plain Ordinance will be sent to Sauk County. No action was necessary regarding this item. 
7. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:25 p.m.
8. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding. Prem gave a brief recap of the previous discussions regarding this matter. The Plan Commission reviewed the Forest View parcels affected by flooding in 2008 as well as Cross Lanes Estates parcels north of the funeral home. Prem stated that two homes north of the funeral home were significantly affected during the 2008 flood. Other areas of discussion at previous meetings were the access issues on some streets in Forest View. Averill stated, “We can go back to the developer and require the developer to increase the retention ponds capacities.” Prem said, “We will never be able to protect from the severity of the 2008 flooding event, but we can protect from smaller flooding events.” Averill said, “I think we should inform the developer that the Village won’t issue anymore building permits until the capacity of the retention ponds is increased.” “Another thing the Village can do is fix the issues and special assess the properties for the work completed.” Tennant stated, “Enlarging the ponds will help with runoff water but not ground water.” Averill asked, “Is the general idea to create an overlay district?” Prem responded, “I think we will have to and then intertwine it with the zoning ordinance, pinpointing each parcel, maybe even create possible levels of restriction.” Prem stated, “What I want to do is go through the parcel map and identify remediate levels to make each parcel buildable or not buildable.” The Plan Commission reviewed pictures from the 2008 flood and discussed areas. Prem said, “I’ll come to the next meeting with a list of parcels to set parameters for each parcel.
9. General Public Comment. John McKenna commented that the Town of Spring Green needs to coordinate their Comprehensive Plan with the Villages and asked who Fred Iausly should contact regarding this matter. Prem replied the Iausly should contact him via email or phone. There was no additional public comment. 
10. Adjourn. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to adjourn at 8:07 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
