Minutes
Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Wednesday, November 10, 2010

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.  Members present: Bob Tennnant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, and Greg Prem. Linda Donnelly (JEZC), and Lew Averill were absent. 
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher. 

Others present: Wendy Crary, Ed Lilla, Dave Radel, Terry Shifflet, and Fred Iausly.
2. Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Hutnik, second by Tennant, to approve agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the October 20, 2010 and November 1, 2010 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meetings. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “Barber Shops” & “Beauty Parlors” as permitted uses under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Marcus stated that he had the opportunity to speak with other business owners regarding this matter and that there are concerns about allowing any type of Barber Shop and/or Beauty Parlor in the B-3 District outside of the downtown. The main concern Marcus heard was that of say a 10 chair cost cutters coming to town. Broh said, “They’re already allowed in the B-2 district outside of the downtown.” Marcus explained that he had tried to encourage those individuals that voiced concerns to attend tonight’s hearing and meeting, which no one did. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the possibility of adding it as a conditional use instead of a permitted use. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to add “Barber Shops” & “Beauty Parlors” as permitted uses under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Motion passed with Marcus opposed. 
6. Motion by Broh, second by Hutnik, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:14 p.m. 

7. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding. Prem stated, “We’ve pretty much identified the parcels that are at risk based on the 2008 flood.” “I’ve ranked the parcels at risk based on our discussions”. Prem showed a display that he put together, the display shows three levels, level 1 having the greatest risk and level 3 having the lowest risk. Tennant stated, “The red level I understand as not being buildable at all, but what about the other two levels?”  The Plan Commission discussed allowing building on level 3 but possibly requiring that the lowest opening for new construction would be required to be higher than curb level and possibly not allowing basements. The Plan Commission also discussed creating a retention pond on parcel #182-0767. Prem stated, “We need to exercise caution with limiting property owners too much”. The Plan Commission discussed the three different levels and possible restrictions for each level in further detail. Prem stated that he would refine the list of restrictions for each level. No action was taken regarding this item. 
8. General Public Comment. John McKenna inquired about the sign north of USH 14 that advertises development. Prem informed McKenna that there was never a preliminary plat submitted for the development. McKenna updated the Plan Commission regarding property along Hwy 23 north of USH 14 in the ET Area and possible remodeling of an accessory building without proper permits. There was no additional public comment. 
9. Adjourn. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to adjourn at 8:23 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
