Prem called meeting to order at 7:11pm as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee.

2. Prem appointed minute taker.

3. Motion by Averill, second by Hutnik, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the November 10, 2010 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing and Meeting.  Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve.  Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for First Weber Group Realtors at 100 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District.  Motion by Notbohm, second by Tennant, to approve.  Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Convene as the Plan Commission.  Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, motion passed with all in favor[

8. Preliminary consultation with Jeremy Lynch regarding clarification of the B-1 Village Retail Business District.

Group reviewed proposal by Lynch to start a wholesale bakery in the B1.  The commission decided it would be suitable to add “bakery” as a permitted use in the B1 district.  Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to have Wendy Crary publish for a hearing to add bakery as a permitted use in the B1.

9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Cardinal ST for a conditional use permit for rear yard reduction from 25 ft. to 12 ft., parcel #0465, 140 S. Wood Street, Village of Spring Green.  Motion by Averill, second by Tennant, to approve conditional use permit.  Motion passed with all in favor.

10. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding.

The group concluded level 2 enforcement should consist of above grade (on slab) development only.  For  Level 3, floors below grade cannot be finished living space.

11. General Public Comment.  Lew Averill questioned whether restrictions could be placed on setting garbage out to early in the downtown area.

12. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Averill, to adjourn at 8:38pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.
