Street, Sidewalk & Tree Committee Meeting 

Wednesday, October 27, 2010

1. Miller called the meeting to order at 6:15 pm.  Committee members present: Vern Liegel and LuEtta Miller. Greg Prem was absent. Others present:  Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, and Ed Lilla.
2. Wendy Crary was appointed minute taker.

3. Review and approve agenda.  Motion by Liegel, second by Miller to approve the agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Discussion and possible action to establish a list of street repair & maintenance priorities.  The committee discussed re-prioritizing the street improvement plan provided by Ed Lilla. Lilla explained that the Village would need to re-classify the order of priority for the PASER rating as well. The Street Improvement Plan will be reviewed at the next meeting. No action was taken regarding this item.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding budgeting for street repair & maintenance. The Committee discussed the need to begin budgeting for West Madison Street project in the 2012 budget process. No action was taken regarding this item. 

6. Discussion and possible action to establish policies & procedures for Village tree removal requests. The committee discussed along with Greg Wipperfurth, tree removal requests that have recently been made. Liegel stated that Greg Wipperfurth should decide what trees should be removed due to disease and/or dying. Miller stated that her suggestion if a home owner is requesting that a tree be removed, the home owner needs to speak with their neighbors and pay at least 50% of the expense. Miller also suggest that if the tree is a healthy tree, then the home owner still needs to discuss the removal with their neighbors and pay 100% of the expense. The committee discussed drafting a tree removal policy that will provide guidance for the removal of village trees. The consensus of the committee is to work on a policy at the committee level. No action was taken regarding this item and a Street, Sidewalk, & Tree Committee Meeting was scheduled for December 1, 2010 at 6:15 p.m.
7. General Public Comment.  There was no public comment.
8. Adjournment.  Motion by Liegel, second by Miller to adjourn at 6:57 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
