Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on January 12, 2011 at 7:09 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:09 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Kolby Hirth, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the minutes of the December 15, 2010 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Miller moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5.       Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda 
      consisting of the following:

6.        New Business:
a. Miller gave an update as to the judge position for the River Valley Joint Municipal Court noting the position was posted and there are five or six interested applicants.  Miller stated the interview process would begin next week and the interview findings would be brought before both boards for review.  Miller stated the Lone Rock Judge is conducting court in the interim.  Prem moved and Hottmann seconded to accept the resignation letter from the Honorable Paul O. Schoenmann with regrets and a hearty thank you.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth stated the tires on the 1994 dump truck have no tread at all, and they currently use chains for traction.  Wipperfurth recommended purchasing new tires, as recapped tires are only $35 cheaper per tire.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to purchase new tires for the 1994 International dump truck from Joe Louis for $1,790.00.  Motion carried.
c. Crary stated TE Brennan has been used for approximately the last ten years and they review the village’s insurance to ensure the village is getting the insurance needed for the best price.  Crary stated there are two new types of insurance; computer fraud and funds transfer and encouraged the board to review them.  No action taken.
d. Wilkins stated the telephone system went down at the village hall on December 23 and repairs were made, but the system needs to be replaced.  Wilkins stated the current phone system has been pretty reliable.  Wilkins went over quotes he received for a new system, noting Frontier Communications has the best pricing.  The board discussed other options, such as voice over internet protocol, whether fax lines could be reduced from two to one and obtaining pricing for a Cisco System.  Wilkins stated he is also looking into moving the central hub out of the furnace room, which may be causing some of the problems.  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to purchase a new telephone system from Frontier Communications for $2,729 contingent on checking one more vendor for pricing.  Motion carried.

8.        General Public Comment:   Kolby Hirth asked the board to give her a date when a zoning 
issue at a property owned by Cardinal Glass would be on the agenda.  Prem stated the issue would be discussed at the Plan Commission level in February or March, depending on the meeting load.  Hirth asked Prem what he anticipates will be done.  Prem stated that is entirely up to the Plan Commission.  Hirth stated the property is zoned M-1, Village Manufacturing and it is used for agriculture, which is not an appropriate use.
