Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 9, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Nick Liegel, Howard Marklein, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Liz Brewer and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the January 26, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5. Consent Agenda:  Marcus requested Item 5c be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Hausner moved and Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:  

a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

Motion carried
Item 5c:  Marcus stated Pastor Larson-Sell expressed some concern regarding the street closure requested by the St. John’s Funfest Committee.  Marcus stated in prior years, the street closure has been Daley Street from Albany to Worcester and this year’s request was from Albany to Lexington.  Marcus stated Larson-Sell was concerned about the street closure interfering with church service.  Liegel stated he felt the request should be the same as it has been in prior years, and the request was most likely a misprint.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to approve the request submitted by St. John’s Funfest Committee to close Daley Street between Albany and Worcester starting at 12:00 p.m., Thursday, August 11, 2011 through 12:00 p.m., Monday, August 15, 2011, and to erect a personal parking sign in front of the residence at 254 N. Worcester Street.  Motion carried.  
6.        New Business:
a. Wilkins stated he would like to adopt Wisconsin State Statute 947.0125-Unlawful use of Computerized Communications Systems due to an increase in texting and cyber-bullying.  Wilkins stated the proposed citation amount would be $429.  The consensus of the board was to proceed with the adoption of the statute.  Crary stated the statute would need to be put into the village’s format.  Wilkins stated he would work on it and bring it back to an upcoming meeting.  No action taken.
b. Wilkins reviewed the Law Enforcement Services Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the Village of Plain noting there were no changes to the contract; it was the same as last year.  Wilkins stated Plain is very happy and the law enforcement services agreement is working well for them.  Wilkins stated he would like to see the agreement continue.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the Law Enforcement Services Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the Village of Plain as presented.  Motion carried.
c. State Representative Howard Marklein spoke to the board, noting he was attempting to meet all the local elected officials in his district.  Marklein discussed the state budget deficit, noting the budget problems did not happen overnight, and they would not be fixed overnight.  In addition to the state budget, Marklein discussed several other topics:  a bill he is co-sponsoring which would stop local police departments from having to keep track of racial profiles on all public contacts, disinfection of municipal water, wind farms and elections.  
d. The board discussed the Employee Personnel Policy, concentrating mainly on compensatory time.  The consensus of the board was to clarify some of the wording and bring it back to the next Board Meeting.  No action taken.
e. Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee would like to recommend the following:  Municipal Pool rates to remain the same as last year, and Municipal Pool hours to be Sunday – Thursday from 1:00 pm to 7:00 pm and Friday & Saturday from 1:00 pm to 8:00 pm, unless there is an event scheduled which would require closing at 7:00 pm.  Nelson stated the committee is looking into whether the rest period can be shortened.  Nelson stated the committee is also working on a job description for a recreation director position that would manage the pool and recreation program together.  Nelson stated the committee also discussed an appreciation day at the pool and they are looking at a potential date of June 18, 2011 for the event.  Prem moved and Miller seconded to set the Municipal Pool hours for 2011 to 1:00 pm – 7:00 pm, Sunday – Thursday and 1:00 pm – 8:00 pm Friday and Saturday with the exception of when an event is scheduled.  Motion carried.
7.        Information Items:   

a. Update on space needs study and capital inventory list.
b. Letter from Charter Communications regarding changes to products and services.
8.        General Public Comment:   There was no general public comment.
9.       At 8:12 p.m., Prem moved and Nelson seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85(1)(c)of the Wisconsin State Statutes for “Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.”  Roll Call Vote Ayes:  Liegel, Miller, Hausner, Marcus, Nelson and Prem.
10.       Prem moved and Nelson seconded to reconvene into open session at 8:51 p.m.  Motion carried.

11.       Prem moved and Nelson seconded to accept the recommendation of the River Valley Court Commission to appoint David Pronold as Municipal Court Judge.  Motion carried.

12.       No action was taken on Municipal Judge and Municipal Court Clerk compensation.

13.       General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment.

14.       Adjourn:  Nelson moved and Miller seconded to adjourn at 8:53 p.m.  Motion carried.
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
