Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 23, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller, and Vern Liegel.  Gene Hausner and Dale Hottmann were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Laura Graves, David Pronold, Greg Jewell, Norm Miller, Nick Liegel, David Williams, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Nelson moved and Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the February 9, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5. Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

6.        Old Business:
a. Prem stated the personnel policy wording had not been changed yet and the item would be placed on the next board agenda.  No action taken.
7.        New Business:   

a. Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee met prior to the board meeting and did not have anything to formally act upon.  Nelson gave a synopsis of the meeting; items discussed were:

· Golf Course – discussed promotion ideas, internship possibilities with Southwest Technical College, ideas for decreasing expenses, partnering with the Spring Green Chamber of Commerce and area hotels

· Municipal Pool – discussed a potential recreation director position/internship, pool rest period and potentially shifting the hours that were previously passed at the last board meeting to perhaps eliminate a rest period altogether

Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee will probably meet again prior to the Board Meeting on March 9.  David Williams arrived at 7:10 p.m.

b. David Pronold read the Official Oath for Municipal Court Judge.  Pronold thanked the board and stated he would do his best.  No action taken.
c. Jewell stated in June, 2010, Jewell Associates submitted applications for Wisconsin Department of Transportation funding for the reconstruction of East Jefferson and West Madison Streets, as these streets are eligible for funding under the Rural STP Program.  Jewell stated in December, 2010 Spring Green was awarded funding for both projects, and the projects are currently approved for 2013 and 2014 construction.  Lilla stated the Rural STP program covers up to 80% of eligible construction costs; the program will not cover replacement of sanitary sewer and water main.  Lilla stated the estimated total construction costs for East Jefferson Street would be $348,035 and $487,765 for West Madison Street.  Lilla stated the Madison Street aspect also ties in with the Safe Routes to School Project.  Jewell stated he is looking for the go ahead from the board to work on the contract.  Jewell stated there would be no charges until the contract is in place and signed.  Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to authorize Jewell Associates Engineers to proceed with the coordination of the Rural STP projects.  Motion carried.
d. Liegel moved and Miller seconded to amend Section 11.0 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add a definition of “Licensed Meat Processing”.  Motion carried.
e. Miller moved and Nelson seconded to amend Section 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Licensed Meat Processing”, “Licensed Catering”, and “Wholesale Trade” as permitted uses in the B-3 District.  Motion carried.
f. Nelson moved and Miller seconded to amend Section 11.0 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance by adding the definition of “Professional Services”.  The definition is “Professional Services is synonymous with Professional Offices, see definition for Professional Office”.  Motion carried.
g. Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to amend Section 3.06A and 3.06E of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to strike “Professional Services” and replace with “Professional Offices” in the B-4 and B-8 Districts.  Motion carried.
h. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to amend Section 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to strike “Professional Office Building” and replace with “Professional Offices” in the B-3 District.  Motion carried.
8. Information Items:   

a. Update on space needs study and capital inventory list.

b. Email correspondence from Senator Dale Schultz regarding water disinfection mandate repeal.

9. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment.
