Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, February 16, 2011
Held at Village Office

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. 
Members present: Bob Tennant (JEZC), Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Lew Averill, and Greg Prem. Linda Donnelly (JEZC), and Brad Hutnik (JEZC) were absent. 
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher. 
Others present: Wendy Crary, Kolby Hirth, Terry Prem, Chris Staples, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant, to approve meeting agenda with the removal of item 5. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the January 19, 2011 Plan Commission Hearing and the Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Prem pointed out a typo in the minutes which listed Marty Prem present for the meeting twice. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve the minutes with the correction listed.  Motion passed with all in favor.

6.
Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add a definition of  “Licensed Meat Processing” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed and decided to add cooking to the proposed definition. Joint Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to recommend approval of adding the proposed definition for “Licensed Meat Processing” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
7.
Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “Licensed Meat Processing”, “Licensed Catering”, and “Wholesale Trade” as permitted or conditional uses under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Averill said, “With the property being commercial zoning maybe these should be conditional uses”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the options of  adding as permitted versus conditional uses.  Joint Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to recommend approval of adding “Licensed Meat Processing”, “Licensed Catering”, and “Wholesale Trade” as permitted uses under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add a definition of “Professional Services” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed the proposed definition.  Joint Vote: Motion by Broh, second by Tennant to recommend approval of adding the proposed definition of “Professional Services” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of Section 3.06A and 3.06E to strike “Professional Services” and replace with “Professional Offices”. Joint Vote: Motion by Broh, second by Marcus to recommend approval of amending Section 3.06A and 3.06E to strike “Professional Services” and replace with “Professional Offices”. Motion passed with all in favor. 
Chris Staples arrived at 7:23 p.m.
10. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of Section 3.06 to strike “Professional Office Building” and replace with “Professional Offices”. Joint Vote: Motion by Marcus, second by Broh to recommend approval of amending Section 3.06 to strike “Professional Office Building” and replace with “Professional Offices”. Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Letter from Sauk County Planning & Zoning regarding Structure without sanitary facilities at E4957 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green. McKenna informed the Plan Commission that a meeting with the owner of the property, the Town Building Inspector, and Sauk County has been scheduled for Friday, February 18, 2011. 
12. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:32 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
13. Preliminary consultation with Chris Staples regarding proposed use of property at 506 E. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Staples explained to the Plan Commission that he would like to hold music venues up to three times a week for approximately 6 months out of the year at 506 E. Madison Street. Averill commented that with the Bowling Alley in that area it seems to make sense for the type of use at that location. Marcus inquired about parking. Staples stated that there is plenty of lawn to park vehicles and that in the past permission has been given for use of the SGFD parking lot. Staple’s said, “I don’t know if this use would fall under “Eating & Drinking Establishment” or if a new use definition is required”. The Plan Commission discussed the permitted and conditional use options. Prem asked, “Are there any thoughts on how to define this use?”. Averill suggested “Seasonal Venue”. Prem stated, “The question becomes, do we simply allow the liquor license process to control this or do we add a definition to the zoning ordinance?”. Prem continued by saying, “We could possible create a conditional use for entertainment pavilion”. Averill said, “The conditional use process would require notifying the neighbors and give an opportunity for them to voice any concerns.” Marcus pointed out the public safety benefits of adding as a conditional use i.e.…parking and more control, so people are not walking around with open intoxicants. The Plan Commission discussed defined boundaries for consumption, off street parking, sanitation facilities plan, and egress from the building. Marcus stated that he likes “Live Venue” for a conditional use. Averill said, “I think seasonal should be included”. Prem asked if the hours of operation should be limited. The consensus of the Plan Commission is to publish for a hearing prior to the March 16, 2011 meeting to consider adding a definition for “Entertainment Venue” and to consider adding “Entertainment Venue” as a permitted or conditional use in the B-4  District. No action was required regarding this item.
14. Discussion and possible action on Plan Commission interpretation of existing non-conforming uses definition. Prem stated, “We did start discussing this item at last month’s meeting regarding properties that haven’t been taken to full development and are still being used as agriculture”. Averill commented, “This is normal, the zoning changes well ahead of the use change”. Averill continued by explaining that the continued use of agriculture should be encouraged and that it deters junk from gathering, and noxious weeds from growing. Averill also informed the Plan Commission that most municipalities are happy to have the continued agricultural use. Averill said, “I can’t think of a single case where it is considered a non-conforming use, I think it’s a benefit to the property owner and community to have it maintained”. Averill also stated, “Zoning doesn’t change the use it only changes the allowed use of the property”. Prem stated that he would contact the League of WI Municipalities for an opinion regarding this matter. Averill suggested contacting Sauk County as well. Prem said, “I’ll do some more homework and report back as needed”. No action was taken regarding this item.
15.  Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding. Prem explained that he would like to have the Village Attorney review the Draft Design Approval District ordinance. The Plan Commission reviewed the proposed draft and the consensus is to have it reviewed by the Village Attorney. No action was taken regarding this item. 
16. General Public Comment. Kolby Hirth commented in regards to the undeveloped property owned by Cardinal Glass. Hirth said, “I came before the village with what I understand to be a non-conforming use”. Hirth continued by saying, “The land use did change to a construction use and then it returned to an agricultural use.”  “I would like you to come back next month with some idea of a solution to keep this moving forward”. McKenna informed the Plan Commission that he attended a meeting with a DOT consultant regarding future plans for USH 14 from Mazomanie to Richland Center. McKenna explained that he looked at Spring Green’s section and in particular a proposed realignment of Rainbow Road and also Winsted Street. There was no additional public comment at this time. 

17. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to adjourn at 9:17 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
