Special Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission

and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Tuesday, March 11, 2008

Immediately following the hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Prem called meeting to order at 9:01 p.m. Plan Commission members present: Greg Prem, Bob Tennant, Joel Marcus, Linda Donnelly and Michael Broh. Keith Symon was absent.

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee members present: Irv Snyder, Benny Stenner and alternate Jim Blau.

2. Wendy Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Averill, second by Snyder to approve the agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the February 20, 2008 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing and Meeting. Motion by Marcus, second by Snyder to approve the minutes. Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on a CSM submitted by John Rasmussen to create a two lot certified survey map (CSM) with dedicated road right of way on parcel #032-1009, parcel located south of Hoxie Street adjacent to Rasmussen Subdivision, Town of Spring Green, WI. No action was necessary on this item, as Cardinal will be acquiring the whole parcel there is no longer a need to divide the parcel into two lots. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the Peterson Street extension.
6. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to rezone all or a portion of parcel #032-1009 bordered by Hoxie Street to the North, parcel #032-0992 to the East, Peterson Street and the Village of Spring Green corporate limits to the West and parcel #032-1019 and a portion of Beau Riverain North to the South from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to M-1 Village Manufacturing District.
Greg Prem started by saying, “At this point based on the perceived plan I don’t see a reason to have a joint vote unless the JEZC would like to vote on this item.”

Motion by Snyder, second by Stenner to table action on rezoning parcel #032-1009 from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to M-1 Village Manufacturing District for one week to allow Cardinal to return with a better site plan with berms and solutions for the noise and light pollution. Motion passed with all in favor. 

Prem explained that based on the annexation rezoning to Village zoning the Plan Commission does not have to make the same motion or recommendation to the Village Board.

Averill said, “I would encourage more detail on the site plan.”

Motion by Averill, second by Broh to table action on rezoning parcel #032-1009 from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to M-1 Village Manufacturing District until March 19, 2008 to allow Cardinal to return with a better site plan with berms and solutions for the noise and light pollution. Motion passed with Marcus and Prem opposed.
7. General Public Comment. Roger Stanek with Cardinal Glass stated, “I hope that we’re better neighbors than we’ve been hearing, we’ll do whatever we can, but I’m afraid we’re still not going to make everyone happy.” There was no additional general public comment.

8. Adjourn. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to adjourn at 9:30 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor
