Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 13, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, LuEtta Miller, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Norm Miller, Vern Demers, Jerry  Anding, Dawn Eno, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Bauer, Jacqueline Singleton, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the March 23, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Miller moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5. Consent Agenda:  Crary requested Item 5a be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:  

b. Approval of Disbursements
c. Approval of a request submitted by the Spring Green Arts & Crafts Fair Committee regarding street closures and assistance from the Spring Green Police and Public Works Departments.
d. Approval of a request submitted by the Spring Green Chamber of Commerce regarding street closures for the Spring Green Car Show to be held on Saturday, August 20, 2011 from 8 am – 4 pm.
Motion carried
5a.  Crary stated she changed the last column of the financial report; instead of using the previous year’s information, she is using the previous month’s information.  Crary noted this would give a better overall picture of when funds are being spent.  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the Financial Report as presented.  Motion carried.
6.        Old Business:
a. Jerry Anding of ASAP Heating and Cooling, LLC went over his bid proposal noting that he contacted local and state building inspectors to make sure the correct protocol is being followed.  Anding stated since the building is not being remodeled, you can basically just replace the existing furnace.  Kevin Bauer of Thermo/Dynamics went over his bid proposal noting that since vehicles and fuel are stored in the building, a different approach was taken in that an air exchange system would be necessary to avoid any potential liability on the part of the village if anything were to happen.  Bauer stated he felt it would be in the best interests of the village to get an opinion from an engineer and then have the contractors bid off the plans provided by the engineer.  The consensus of the board was to get an opinion from an engineer.  Liegel moved and Miller seconded to table discussion and possible action on the repair or replacement of furnace equipment at the village public works facility until an engineering opinion is obtained.  Motion carried.  
b. Wipperfurth stated the only items he increased during the last budget process were items that supplier’s costs had increased, and he was not sure where the board wanted him to make reductions.  The board reviewed memos submitted by Crary and Wilkins listing possible areas for budget reductions.  Nelson stated he can see some opportunity to cut costs in parks and recreation budget, which is part of Wipperfurth’s area.  Marcus stated he felt Crary and Wilkins were on the right track.  Prem stated the levy limit of 2-3% may be removed and based solely on net growth, which could be zero.  Hausner stated we need to make sure we are communicating with our legislators.  No action taken.
7.        New Business:   
a. Nelson moved and Marcus seconded to approve the following License for Stapletown Rulaz, LLC – Chris Staples, The Barn, 506 E. Madison St., Spring Green, WI:
i. Class “B” Beer and Class “C” Wine
Motion carried.
b. Hausner moved and Miller seconded to approve the following License for Bananas on Fire – Jacqueline Singleton, The Kitchen at Arcadia Bookstore, 102 E. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI:
i. Class “B” Beer and Class “C” Wine

Motion carried.

c. Eno stated the Chamber of Commerce is planning on placing push carts around the village similar to the ones utilized during the Hwy 23 project.  Eno stated the carts would be sponsored by area businesses and will help promote the celebration of Taliesin’s 100th year.  Eno stated most of the carts would be located on private property, but they would like to place a few of them on sidewalks in and around the downtown.  Eno stated they would not block any handicap access areas.  Prem asked what the time period for display would be.  Eno stated during the tourist season – May through October.  Miller moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the request submitted by Dawn Eno on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce to display push cart signs in the downtown area for 2011, then review again for 2012.  Motion carried.  Marcus abstained.
d. Prem stated the municipal pool was kept open last year until the end of September.  Prem stated the village receives $1,200 from the school district to help offset the operating cost of keeping it open longer; however the extra month to keep it open costs approximately $2,700.  Prem stated he asked the school to raise the extra $1,500 for this year.  Prem stated the athletic director will let him know whether they decide to pay the extra amount or to utilize a different site for training.  No action taken.
e. Prem stated committee appointments are done the first meeting after the new board takes over, and the Plan Commission is included in these appointments.  Prem stated his term ends on April 19, and there is a Plan Commission meeting on April 20, which he will still chair.  Marcus moved and Hausner seconded to appoint Prem as acting chairperson for the April 20, 2011 Plan Commission Meeting.  Motion carried.  Prem abstained.
f. Prem stated he has been Zoning Administrator since Mel left.  Prem stated it makes sense to have Crary take over this duty.  Hausner moved and Miller seconded to appoint Wendy Crary as Zoning Administrator.  Motion carried.
g. Prem stated Wipperfurth notified the board that some of the roof paneling clips came undone and shifted over the winter months.  The engineer’s report submitted from General Engineering states the village should keep an eye on the situation and get as much life out of the shingles as possible.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to accept General Engineering’s Report regarding the post office as presented.  Motion carried.
h. The board discussed potential dates for the employee appreciation dinner.  The consensus was to hold the event at The Shed, and to have the same meal as last year.  No action taken.
