Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 27, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Hausner welcomed Vern Demers and Norm Miller and thanked them for serving on the board. 
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, Vern Demers, and Vern Liegel.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Don Greenwood, Kevin Wilkins, Linda Schwanke, Michael Frank, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the April 13, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Nelson moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5.        New Business:
a. Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Marcus stated he was concerned with potential obstruction of the public right of way on the sidewalk.  Marcus stated the sidewalk in that area is approximately nine feet wide, which is lessened even more due to diagonal parking (bumpers hanging over sidewalk a bit).  Marcus stated tables and chairs would narrow the right of way even more.  Marcus stated he was also concerned with allowing alcohol consumption on a public sidewalk.  Marcus stated beer gardens have been approved in the past, but all of them have been on private property and closed in via some sort of fencing.  Marcus stated if we approve this request, we could be opening Pandora’s Box.  Nelson agreed with Marcus’ points and added he was concerned with summer bicycle traffic as well.  Wilkins also expressed concern this may cause an obstruction for vehicle traffic.  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to decline the request submitted by Jacqueline      Singleton – Bananas on Fire, LLC to install temporary outdoor seating at Arcadia Books, 102 E. Jefferson Street.  Motion carried.
c. Greenwood stated the Library Board is aware of the strain caused by the proposed budget in Madison.  Greenwood stated the Library is in the same boat and may experience even greater cuts than the village.  Greenwood stated the Library Board would like to propose authorizing a $45K transfer from the Library’s fund balance to the Village’s General Fund, and in return, are requesting the village keep the library budget the same as in the past so they can remain a member of the South Central Library System (SCLS).  Greenwood stated if the library cannot be in the SCLS, it would really be a detriment.  Greenwood stated when the library was built, the hope was that all funds would be raised without taxes and that largely succeeded.  Greenwood stated they received about 90% of what was needed and the village winded up kicking in the rest, which was about $50K.  Greenwood stated this $45K may not solve all of the village’s problems, but we want to show that we are a good community partner.  Hausner thanked Greenwood for the offer and stated the board would take it under consideration during the budget process.  No action taken.
d. Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded the Rules of Procedure for the Village Board.  Motion carried.
e. Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded the following Standing Committee appointments:

g. Liegel moved and Demers seconded to approve Resolution R-1102, Designation of Authorized Persons Responsible for Banking Transactions.  Motion carried.  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to amend the motion to include authorization of signature cards.  Motion carried.
h. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to add a definition of “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance.  Motion carried.

i. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to add “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” as a conditional use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District.  Motion carried.

j. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to strike “Bicycle Rental” from the conditional uses in Section 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance.

k. Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to strike “Motels” from the conditional uses in Section 3.06 of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance.
