Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 11, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the April 27, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

6.        Old Business:
a. Lilla gave an update on the engineering suggestions for the HVAC system at the Public Works shop noting he talked to Wipperfurth and Tim Meeker, to review what needs to be done at the building.  Lilla stated another engineer could be brought in for another opinion, we’ll start with Meeker.  Lilla stated he would have another update at the next board meeting.  Lilla suggested speaking with Focus on Energy as well to see if there are any incentives available.  Liegel asked if the engineer would provide several different options.  Lilla stated that is what they want to do.  No action taken.
7.        New Business:   
a. Wilkins presented the space needs study prepared by Avenue Architects.  Wilkins stated the key issues included security, accessibility, storage, parking, mechanicals and building maintenance.  Wilkins stated the building is old and it is not designed for its’ current use, and there are many issues with the building.  Wilkins stated there are mildew issues at the public works garage where squads are parked along with bad lighting, no heat and no water.  Wilkins went on to describe the lack of storage at the Lexington Street location, along with potential building maintenance issues such as the electrical and roofing systems.  Wilkins stated he realizes nothing will happen in the next year or two, but he would like to see something change eventually.  Wilkins stated he just wanted to keep the issue fresh in the minds of the board.  L. Miller suggested the village office and police department remain in the same building.  Marcus stated he would lean toward expansion of the current property, but the money isn’t available at this time.  Hausner stated it is good that the public is aware of the current conditions, and as our finances improve we can look at it.

b. Marcus questioned the “F” grade on the compliance maintenance report.  Crary explained the “F” grade was beyond Wipperfurth’s control, and it was remedied right away.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Compliance Maintenance Annual Report as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla stated Sauk County received an EDA Grant to install fiber optic line throughout the county.  The line would enter village limits via Rainbow Road to Hwy 23.  Lilla stated he would like Sauk County to work with us on the placement of the fiber optic line, as there is water main in the shoulder on Rainbow Road.  Lilla stated the new ordinance details a permitting process and there should be a consistent process of how this type of request is handled.  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to authorize the engineer’s and clerk’s office to work together on a Memorandum of Understanding to Sauk County regarding the fiber optic project.  Motion carried.
