Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 25, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, Kurt Schaller, Jaysen Schaller, Taylor O’Neill, Molli O’Neill and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the May 11, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
5.        Old Business:
a. Wipperfurth stated there was no update on the repair/replacement of the HVAC at the Public Works shop at this time, and hopes to have something to report at the June 8, 2011 meeting.  No action taken.
6.        New Business:   
a. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. L. Miller moved and Liegel seconded to approve the Application for Keeping Chickens, submitted by Nathan & Therese Bethel, parcel #182-0365 located at 461 N. Winsted Street.  Motion carried.
c. Wipperfurth discussed the Department of Natural Resources report on the village’s water system with the board.  Wipperfurth stated the report is compiled every year and the village basically received their stamp of approval.  Liegel asked if the DNR addressed chlorination of the water.  Wipperfurth stated the DNR representative said to not even worry about it.  L. Miller asked if there was any specific testing for carcinogens.  Wipperfurth stated the DNR sets all of the testing and anything related to or leading to carcinogenic matter in the water would throw up a red flag.  Wipperfurth discussed the recommendations of the report which included adding a third well to the village, changing four inch water mains out to six inch mains and cross connection inspection.  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to accept the Department of Natural Resources Report on the Village of Spring Green’s water system as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated the Department of Natural Resources wants the village to do a cross connection inspection of the industry/commercial properties.  Wipperfurth stated we will have to hire someone to do the testing and it should not be a plumber.  Wipperfurth stated he spoke with Hydro-Design, a company specializing in cross connection inspection and they quoted a price of approximately $3,400 to perform the inspection.  Wipperfurth stated he would like to obtain more pricing.  Hausner stated we should inspect all of the industry within the village.  Liegel asked how often the cross connection inspection needs to occur.  Wipperfurth stated every ten years.  Hausner suggested Wipperfurth obtain more pricing and then bring it back to the board.  No action taken.
e. Wipperfurth stated he would like to purchase a utility vehicle for the public works department.  Wipperfurth stated Plain and Sauk City have one and they said you will not believe how much you use it, once you have it.  Wipperfurth stated he felt a utility vehicle would help save on fuel costs.  Marcus asked how many miles per gallon a utility vehicle gets.  Wipperfurth responded 30-40 miles per gallon.  L. Miller suggested potentially leasing one for the summer season to ascertain how much use it would get before making a large purchase.  Marcus stated he would like to crunch some numbers a little more before making a decision.  No action taken.
f. Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the Sauk County Hazard Mitigation Plan update as presented.  Motion carried.
g. Wilkins stated prior to the enactment of the Personnel Policy, compensatory time was kept track of in the payroll accounting system in the clerk’s office.  Wilkins stated this method was disbanded and left to the department heads to keep track of, off the books and he would like to have it go back to the old method.  Wilkins, Crary and Wipperfurth agreed that it should be kept track of in the computer.  L. Miller moved and Liegel seconded to have the Clerk/Treasurer’s Office record compensatory time in the payroll accounting system.  Motion carried.
h. Kurt Schaller and Taylor O’Neill, River Valley Middle School sixth graders, read letters they wrote for a persuasive writing class.  Schaller’s letter requested the village build a sports complex, and O’Neill’s letter requested a walking path on Kennedy Road to the village.  Hausner thanked the two for their letters and stated he and the board would respond to each and every letter that was written.  Marcus stated he was impressed with the thought and effort put forth, as youngsters need to be involved in the community.  The board discussed the other letters that were submitted, and decided who would respond to each letter.  No action taken. 
i. N. Miller moved and Liegel seconded to approve the appointment of Mark Nelson to the River Valley HUB Committee.  Motion carried.
