Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 8, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

6.        Old Business:
b. Wipperfurth stated he contacted Rural Water and was informed that Hydro Design is the only company that does cross connection inspection in Wisconsin.  The next closest company would be out of Chicago.  Wipperfurth reiterated a plumber should not perform the cross connection inspection.  Wipperfurth stated Hydro Design would perform the inspections for approximately $3,200; this would include all of the inspections for the village.  Hausner stated we really need to do this as it is required per code and the results will become part of the CMAR report.  Wipperfurth stated this process is now mandatory.  L. Miller stated she didn’t see where there was a choice in the matter.  Paul Kardatzke arrived at 7:09 pm.  Demers moved and L. Miller seconded to accept the recommendation of Public Works Director Greg Wipperfurth to have Hydro Design perform a cross connection inspection of all the industry and commercial buildings within the village.  Motion carried.

a.
Lilla stated Tim Meeker gave his proposal for work needed at the public works shop, and basically it is for an entire re-furbishing of the building.  Lilla stated the question is where you stop.  Lilla stated if all the suggested work was completed per Meeker’s proposal, the cost would be $100K-$150K, and engineering costs would be around $15K.  Kardatzke stated Meeker’s proposal includes HVAC, electrical/lighting, insulation, etc. and is probably beyond the scope of what the board is thinking of at this point.  Kardatzke stated they want to get feedback from the board before proceeding with Meeker.  Kardatzke stated he agrees the lighting needs to be re-done, but that should go hand-in-hand when the roof is redone.  Liegel asked if the heating could be tackled first.  The consensus of the board was to proceed with the engineering for the HVAC and ventilation at the public works shop.  No action taken.
c. Wipperfurth stated he spoke with Bill Carver and Mid-State, and there either was no lease option, or the lease option was expensive.  Wipperfurth stated a utility vehicle would get used more than you think.  L. Miller asked if everyone felt a $10K outlay was wise.  Marcus stated the question is how long it would take for the utility vehicle to pay for itself.  Marcus stated he was concerned about the initial layout, especially when the various village departments are being asked to cut $5K from their budgets.  Liegel stated there would be less wear and tear on the pickups and perhaps the public works department would be able to get by with one less pickup if there was a utility vehicle.  L. Miller suggested waiting for now.  L. Miller moved and Marcus seconded to table discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of a utility vehicle for the Spring Green Public Works Department until more information is gathered.  Motion carried.

7.        New Business:   
a. Wilkins stated he tried to decipher the letter submitted by Kadrlik, and everything that Kadrlik is involved in is documented all the way around.  Wilkins stated Kadrlik’s opinions regarding his dogs can be aired at Municipal Court.  Marcus stated it was hard to decipher what Kardrlik is asking of the board.  Marcus stated he feels Municipal Court is the proper authority to deal with this matter.  Marcus moved and L. Miller seconded to acknowledge receipt of the letter from Ryan Kadrlik and to take no further action.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth stated the brushes on the bar screen at the sewer plan are worn out and need to be replaced.  Wipperfurth discussed different pricing options from different vendors, and recommended using Energenics because they have done this type of replacement before.  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to accept the recommendation of Wipperfurth to utilize Energenics for the bar screen brush replacement at the waste water treatment plant.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla stated an energy assessment was performed a couple of years ago and Focus on Energy has made two grants available for the following projects:  Oxidation Ditch – add a control system that would use less energy, instead of either on/off it would run based on need.  There would be a 7-8 year payback on this project, Digester – installing a fine bubble blower to get better treatment.  Smaller bubbles use less energy.  There would be a 3 year payback on this project.  Lilla stated the grants will expire soon and the board needs to decide whether to proceed with the projects.  Lilla stated he was aware of a municipality that added a control system in their oxidation ditch and it did not work well, so he was hesitant on that project.  Wipperfurth stated the energy stuff is all fine, if it is included from the beginning.  Wipperfurth stated he does not like the whole retro-fit idea.  Lilla stated if you consider anything, it would be the fine bubble blower in the digester, which is not the most expensive project.  Hausner asked Lilla if he was aware of any other communities that have a fine bubble blower and Lilla stated he would try to contact someone to get an opinion.  No action taken.
d. Liegel moved and Demers seconded to approve Resolution R-1103, Resolution accepting the County Supervisory District Plan.  Motion carried.
