Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 22, 2011 at 7:01 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Vern Liegel was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the June 8, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Approve Agenda:  Nelson moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:05 p.m.

6.        Old Business:
a.
Lilla updated the board as to the status of the HVAC project at the Public Works Shop.  Lilla provided Work Order 2011-1 to the board for Village Public Works Garage HVAC Design and Construction Administration.  Lilla noted the design work would cost approximately $4,700.  Lilla stated Paul Kardatzke would handle the bidding process and measurements/floor plan drawing.  Lilla stated Jewell’s work would be billed based on a time and materials basis and would cost approximately $3,800.  Lilla stated the project will most likely exceed $20,000, so prevailing wage would be a factor.  Nelson stated it makes sense to have a portion of the process done by others, but feels the board could handle a portion of the process as well.  Nelson stated I am just looking for an opportunity to save some money – if the bid documents are clear and concise, it should not be hard to decipher and choose the contractor.  Demers stated we have gone a long way around just to get a furnace.  Hausner stated he felt the project should go through the engineering firm due to codes involved with municipal buildings; it should not be placed on a department head or on a village trustee.  Marcus moved and L. Miller seconded to approve Work Order 2011-1 submitted by Jewell Associates Engineers for Village Public Works Garage HVAC Design and Construction Administration, at a cost not to exceed $8,575 without authorization.  Motion carried.
b.
Lilla stated he spoke with Focus on Energy regarding the timeline of the two grants for the wastewater treatment plant, and Focus has extended them for a period of one year.  The new deadline is June 1, 2012.  Lilla stated he spoke with Gene Lassiter of Town & Country and Lassiter would be willing to come and look at the wastewater treatment plant at no charge.  Lilla stated if a major project were to occur at the plant within the next five to ten years, a grant project probably would not be worth it.  Lilla stated Lassiter would do a walkthrough of the plant and provide a better estimate of what the actual costs for the two proposed grant projects would be.  Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded to approve a walkthrough of the wastewater treatment plant by Town & Country for Focus on Energy projects.  Motion carried. 
7.        New Business:   
a. Nelson moved and Demers seconded to approve the Annual Service Agreement from Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
b. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve mailing correspondence to Wisconsin State Legislators regarding proposed legislation LRB 1393/1.  Motion carried.
c. The board discussed a family fun day at the municipal swimming pool.  Crary noted that nothing in regards to a family fun day was approved by the board or park and recreation committee for 2011.  Nelson stated a family fun day should be held as early in the season as possible, and that it might make more sense to plan for next year.  Miller stated it should be planned for next year and it should be in conjunction with opening day of the pool.  No action taken.
d. Demers moved and Nelson seconded to amend Section 2.05 Zoning Permits to add the following:  “Due to the adverse impact of the 2008 flood, zoning permits within the Extraterritorial Area shall be subject to Town of Spring Green approval as necessary for compliance with Town of Spring Green Ordinance 2610 enacted on April 1, 2010 or its successor.  If Ordinance 2610 expires without a successor, the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee shall review all zoning permit applications for new residential or business structures and/or additions to these structures.”  Motion carried.
e. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to amend the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add a new SR-1 Village Special Design Review (Overlay) Zoning District.  Motion carried.
f. Hausner moved and N. Miller seconded to amend Section 11.0 of the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add a definition of “Predevelopment Agriculture”.  Motion carried.
g. Demers moved and L. Miller seconded to amend Section 11.0 to add a definition of “Predevelopment Agriculture” as a permitted use under Section 3.03A in the R-2 District, 3.03B in the R-3 District, 3.06 in the B-3 District, 3.06A in the B-4 District, 3.06B in the B-5 District, 3.06E in the B-8 District and 3.07 in the M-1 District.  Motion carried.

9.        General Public Comment:  Marcus stated he has received numerous compliments regarding the hanging flower baskets that were recently placed throughout the downtown.  Marcus complimented Wipperfurth for the idea and the effort.
