Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission, 

Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, April 20, 2011
Held at Village Office

154 N. Lexington Street

Immediately following the Hearings at 7:00 p.m.

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. 
Members present: Greg Prem, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and Lew Averill. There is currently one vacancy. 
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher. 
Others present: Wendy Crary, Gene Hausner, Michelle Godez, Stewart Schilling, Chris Staples, Martha Staples, Melinda Van Slyke, Erin Fuller, Brian Fuller, Pam Kruschke, Dylan Oliver, Mary Bailey, Dennis Polivka, Paul Kardatzke, and Yvonne Notbohm. Ed Lilla arrived at 7:06 p.m. Kevin Wilkins arrived at 7:25 p.m.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Motion by Hutnik, second by Broh, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the March 16, 2011 Plan Commission Hearing and the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Marcus, second by Broh, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:08 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for First Weber Realtors at 100/106 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. Pam Kruschke handed out pictures showing the samples for the awning and signs depicting what the colors would be and also what color the trim would be on the building. Kruschke informed the committee that the trim would also be redone on the top portion of the building along with the trim on the first floor of the building. The Downtown Design Committee and Plan Commission discussed the proposed changes. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm, to approve the sign permit, awning design and color changes for First Weber Realtors at 100/106 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:13 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add a definition of “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Prem reviewed the proposed definition drafted by Crary. Broh suggested striking sporting goods stores from the proposed definition. Marcus commented that sporting goods stores should be left in the definition. The Plan Commission & JEZC discussed this matter and decided to leave the proposed definition as drafted. Joint Vote: Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to recommend adding the proposed definition of “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” as a permitted or conditional use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Broh said, “At the last meeting we discussed adding this as a conditional use”. Averill stated that he was in favor of adding this as a conditional use. Joint Vote: Motion by Broh, second by Averill, to recommend adding “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” as a conditional use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Motion passed with all in favor. 
10. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of Section 3.06 to strike “Bicycle Rental” from the conditional uses. Prem explained that bicycle rental will now be included in the definition for “Recreational Equipment Rental & Sales” therefore it is not necessary to list it as a separate use. Joint Vote: Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to recommend striking “Bicycle Rental” from the conditional uses in Section 3.06. Motion passed with all in favor.

11. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of Section 3.06 to strike “Motels” from the conditional uses. Prem explained that “Motels” were added to the permitted uses quite awhile ago and need to be removed from the conditional uses. Joint Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to recommend striking “Motels” from the conditional uses in Section 3.06. Motion passed with all in favor.
12. Discussion and possible action on lifting of the JEZC building moratorium for the demolition and site grading of the Prairie House Motel, parcel #032-0444-1, E4884 USH 14, Town of Spring Green. Prem stated, “We currently have the moratorium in place and we are in the process of revising the Zoning Ordinance to shift to the Town of Spring Greens authority”. Prem continued by saying, “The Town of Spring Green will be the applicant for this site”. Lilla asked the Plan Commission for clarification regarding the fact that there is no record of a conditional use permit being issued for this property. Lilla asked, “Should the applicant apply for a conditional use for a motel if they plan to re-build?” Prem replied, “For protection of the owners, I would say yes they should apply for the conditional use”. Joint Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Averill to lift the JEZC Building moratorium for the demolition and site grading of the Prairie House Motel, parcel #032-0444-1, E4884 USH 14, Town of Spring Green. Motion passed with all in favor. 

13. Discussion and possible action on adding agricultural uses to various business, residential, and manufacturing districts. Prem started by saying, “We have had initial discussions at previous meetings and a draft definition is included in your packet for review”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the proposed definition. Tennant said, “I think I would limit it to crop land”. McKenna suggested removing agricultural and just leave structures and reference the definition of structures in the zoning ordinance”. Averill inquired about using the word Interim in the title. Averill suggested the following statement be included, “development in whole or in part”. McKenna asked, “Should the word unimproved be used instead of vacant?” Averill replied, “Unimproved implies there is no infrastructure, vacant means there are no buildings”. Prem asked if there were any other comments regarding the proposed definition for Predevelopment Agriculture. No action was taken regarding this matter.
14. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:42. Motion passed with all in favor.
15. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Walter & Hannelore Allen for a conditional use permit for rear yard reduction from 35 ft. to 25 ft., parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Lilla explained that the Village has always included decks as part of the structure and therefore a conditional use is need for placement of a deck on this property. Motion by Tennant, second by Averill, to approve the request by Walter & Hannelore Allen for a conditional use permit for rear yard reduction from 35 ft. to 25 ft., parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion passed with all in favor.
16. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Chris Staples for a conditional use permit for “Entertainment Venue” on parcel #0505, 506 E. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Chief of Police, Kevin Wilkins asked if there is going to be alcohol consumption outside. Staples replied, “Yes, in a designated beer garden area”.  Wilkins expressed concerns regarding licensed bartenders, defined area for outside alcohol consumption, and amplified music. Staples stated, “There will be ample signage with screening and landscaping to differentiate the beer garden and parking from adjacent property”. Marcus asked Crary and the other Plan Commission members if they received any phone calls expressing concern on this matter. Plan Commission members all stated that they have heard from no one regarding concerns. Crary stated that no one has contacted the Village with concerns regarding this matter. Prem stated, “You need to make sure adequate parking is available”. Staples said, “We estimate 40 cars for major events”. The Plan Commission discussed parking and the letter submitted by Staples. Prem commented, “From my stand point, I’m comfortable with this as long as parking is clearly marked with an attendant to assist with parking”. The Plan Commission discussed fencing for the beer garden. Marcus pointed out that a precedent allowing landscaping and plants to delineate a beer garden has already been set by the Post House property and the Shed. Broh said, “I think a designated beer garden can be clearly marked by a short fence, tall fence, bushes, or landscaping”. Prem stated that he is looking at including the 10 points in Staples letter as part of the contingencies for the conditional use. The Plan Commission added “delineated with attendant to assist with parking” to #3 of the letter. They also added, “clearly, and physically delineated” to #4. #9 will now read “Beer & wine will not be sold other than during regular scheduled events. The following will also be added to the conditional use “Village Board approval will be required for music to continue after midnight” and “any events that fall outside the normal hours will need to be reviewed by the Village Clerk and/or Police Chief”. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to approve the request by Chris Staples for a conditional use permit for “Entertainment Venue” on parcel #0505, 506 E. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green with all stated contingencies. Motion passed with all in favor.
17. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning ordinance changes within the Village to account for 2008 flooding. Prem reviewed the draft SR1 zoning district and map that will be included. Averill suggested some minor changes to paragraphing and also suggested removing the following statement “The plan commission recommends that the village enter into discussion with the owner of parcel 0767 to facilitate the goal of further storm water retention”. No action was taken regarding this matter.
18. General Public Comment. McKenna explained that the Prairie House Motel will be demolished with public money and the foot print will be raised. McKenna also explained that the rebuild will need to be financed by the property owners. There was no additional general public comment at this time. 
19. Adjourn.  Motion by Averill, second by Tennant, to adjourn at 8:55 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
