Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission, 

And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, July 20, 2011
Held at Village Office

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. 
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, and Lew Averill. Bob Tennant (JEZC) was absent. 

JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones and Jim Sprecher. John McKenna was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Dave Hardyns, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.

3. Motion by Broh, second by Prem, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the June 15, 2011 Plan Commission Hearing, and the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing and Meeting.  Motion by Hausner, second by Hutnik, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action on a letter submitted by Dave Hardyns regarding parcel #032-1001 and if it is a buildable lot per the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Lilla explained that he was approached by Dave Hardyns regarding parcel #032-1001. It appears that the lot was divided sometime in 1980. Lilla reviewed Section 8.05 of the Zoning Ordinance in regards to Nonconforming Lots. Averill arrived at 7:07 p.m. Lilla stated, “The way I read the ordinance it would be a buildable lot, but I’m not sure, so I’m looking for guidance”. Prem replied, “The Master Plan does not reference any R-4 Zoning Districts within the Village or the ET area”. “Prem continued by saying, “I would say this parcel is grandfathered under Section 8.05.” Averill asked, “When was the R-4 Zoning created?” Prem replied, “My guess is sometime after 1980”. Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:12 p.m. The Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee discussed Section 8.05 in regards to this parcel. Motion by Prem, second by Averill, that parcel #032-1001, Lot 1 of Certified Survey Map #1115, existed prior to the effective date of the current Zoning Ordinance and conclude that the parcel is a buildable lot under Section 8.05 – Nonconforming Lots within the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding the removal of restrictions on the issuance of zoning permits per section 2.08 of the Zoning Ordinance due to flood related concerns.  Due to recent zoning ordinance amendments within the Village to account for 2008 flooding the Zoning Moratorium is no longer needed. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to remove the restrictions on the issuance of zoning permits per section 2.08 of the Zoning Ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Motion by Averill, second by Prem to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:23 p.m.
8. Discussion and possible action on a letter submitted by Jon Rasmussen regarding Forest View Estates Subdivision and restrictions per the SR-1 Village Special Design Review (Overlay) Zoning District. Marcus informed the Plan Commission that the newly created SR-1 District has been approved by the Village Board and is law. Marcus said, “Rasmussen has submitted a letter objecting to restrictions”. The Plan Commission reviewed all of the information and pictures submitted by Rasmussen. Prem stated, “I don’t see that what Rasmussen has done has helped, there is still a problem.” Marcus said, “I have reviewed his letter and I feel the restrictions should remain as approved by ordinance”. Motion by Averill, second by Hausner, to acknowledge receipt of John Rasmussen’s letter dated 7/11/2011 and contend that the new SR-1 Zoning District applies as adopted and see  no effective relief to substantiate an amendment. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
10. Adjourn.  Motion by Broh, second by Prem, to adjourn at 7:32 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
