Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on November 2, 2011 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Wendy Crary, Village Clerk/Treasurer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to appoint Vern Liegel to chair the meeting.  Motion carried. 
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Vern Liegel.  Gene Hausner was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Jim Orr, Jenny Pappas and Ed Lilla.
3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the October 19, 2011 Special Board Meeting and October 26, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Old Business:
a. Crary reviewed the preliminary budget with the Village Board noting she updated the expenses through October 27.  Crary stated the levy amount for Madison Area Technical College came in at $255,482, which is a $31,215 increase over the 2011 levy amount.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:04 pm.  Crary stated she hoped to have the state and county levy amounts by November 16.  No action taken.

6.       New Business:


a. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the disbursements as presented. Motion carried.
b. Jim Orr of Dixon Engineering presented his firm’s water tower services to the board.  Orr stated Dixon has been in business for thirty years.  Orr stated Dixon would begin with a comprehensive preliminary maintenance inspection; and utilize the findings of the inspection to create bid documents.  Orr stated he feels the Spring Green water tower will most likely have to be sand blasted inside and out to create a profile for the paint to adhere to.  Orr stated Dixon would be present during the project ensuring the contractor does the job to standard and monitoring ambient conditions.  Orr suggested containment units be utilized if sandblasting is necessary.  Wipperfurth asked about warranties.  Orr stated the manufacturer warranty on the paint is usually 10-15 years, and Dixon provides a one year warranty.  Nelson asked if the warranty could be extended, because it did not seem to make sense to have a one year warranty on the work, but 10-15 years on the paint.  Orr stated an extended warranty could be written.  Demers asked for a ball park figure of what an extended warranty would cost.  Orr stated probably around $1,500 per year.  Orr went over an example daily report that Dixon would provide; noting everything is documented.  Wipperfurth asked what the cost for services would be.  Orr stated the inspection would cost approximately $2,100, and the cost for the entire project would be approximately $230K; this would include total rehabilitation inside and out, engineering and inspection services.  Orr stated if the project could be done in the summer, the village could realize 10-20% savings, because a lot of municipalities cannot take their water tower down during the summer.  The board discussed budgeting for the project, and potentially borrowing money for the project.  Wipperfurth stated he also received and inspection services quote from KLM Engineering, and they came in at about twice the cost as Dixon Engineering.  No action taken.
c. Crary discussed the municipal court judge position and the change in state statute in regards to the election term.   Crary stated candidates for the judge position now have to circulate nomination papers rather than being nominated at the caucus, due to the fact that we now have a joint municipal court.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve amending Village Ordinance Section 30-3, Municipal Judge to change election term to four years in order to comply with State Statute.  Motion carried.  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to suspend the three readings of the ordinance.  Motion carried.
7. Information Items:  

a. Correspondence from Martin Krueger – County Board Chair regarding an intergovernmental meeting to be held on Thursday, November 10 at 6:30 pm at the Village of Plain – Green Technology, Training and Enterprise Center.
8. General Public Comment:  Liegel stated a village resident approached him and told him she            felt the board is handling the budget properly.
