Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 21, 2011 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Vern Liegel was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Nelson moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the December 7, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Nelson seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Consent Agenda:  Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report
b. Approval of Disbursements

6. Old Business:
a. Lilla stated Jewell has no problem incorporating Allan Peckham’s suggested changes to the Engineering Services Contract.  Lilla stated any extra work would be subject to board approval.  Lilla stated the surveying work is the only thing they have done so far.  Nelson asked where the funds for this will come from.  Crary stated from Capital Projects, and there is $110K in Streets for 2012.  Nelson moved and Demers seconded to commence design services with Jewell Associates Engineers on the East Jefferson and West Madison Street Projects as outlined.  Motion carried.
b. Crary stated she discovered a resolution is not required and a policy would be sufficient.  Crary stated she prefers a policy because it will be easier to keep track of and change if necessary.  Hausner stated all municipalities will have to address this issue.  Crary stated she would like the board to start reviewing existing policies beginning in 2012.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Fund Balance Policy for the General Fund as presented.  Motion carried.
7. New Business:
a. Crary explained parcels 0369 (Creasey) and 0367 (Kraemer) are accessed via parcel 0369-1, which is owned by the village.  Crary stated there is an existing access easement for the Kraemer parcel; however, there is no recorded easement for the Creasey parcel.  Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded to approve an access easement between the Village of Spring Green and Roger Creasey, parcel 182-0369, 351 & 355 N. Worcester Street.  Motion carried.
b. Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee met on December 7 and gave an update on the following:
i. Comedy Night Fundraiser:  Will potentially be on a Saturday night in March.  Nelson has contacted the comedians, and Terry Shifflet has offered his space at WI Riverside Resort for no charge.  The Village would retain all proceeds from ticket sales, and Shifflet would retain the alcohol sales proceeds, but may donate a portion of that back to the village.  Tickets will be $15 each, and hoping to sell 200 tickets.  Having it at WI Riverside Resort will require less planning.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to proceed with planning a Comedy Night Fundraiser.  Motion carried.

ii. Pool Rates:  Would like to keep lesson, passes and daily rates the same for 2012, but would like to raise the pool party rates from $100 to $125.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to raise the municipal pool party rates from $100 to $125.  Motion carried.

iii. Shelter Rental Rates:  Discussed raising the shelter deposit amount to $100.  Discussed modifying the reservation form.  No action taken.

iv. North Park Pool Shelter:  Discussed doing minimal repair to the shelter, similar to shelters at South Park.  Wipperfurth obtained quotes from Ruhland Construction to repair the roof, ceiling and to paint.  Lilla stated extending the ridge line to the chimney may be a code issue and he would look into that.  Nelson stated the Park & Recreation Committee obtained the one bid, just to get a ball park idea of the costs; it makes sense to get additional quotes.  Nelson moved and Demers seconded to advertise for bids for repairs to the North Park Pool Shelter based on criteria provided by Public Works Director Greg Wipperfurth.  Motion carried.
v. Ball field Scoreboards:  The Knights of Columbus are purchasing a scoreboard for North Park, and the Lions Club has earmarked monies for a scoreboard at South Park.  Nelson asked if the board would be agreeable to covering the cost of wiring the scoreboards.  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to approve up to $1,000 for installation of scoreboards at North Park and South Park contingent upon the Knights of Columbus and Lions Club purchasing the scoreboards.  Motion carried.

vi. Swim Pool Fun Day:  Date for fun day will be June 9, 2012.  Would like to kick it up a notch, and really try to promote the pool.  Would like to do a raffle – have area businesses donate prizes.  John Schmidt has expressed interest in coming back and will be available to assist with coordinating the event.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve June 9, 2012 as Family Fun Day at the municipal swimming pool and to continue planning the event.  Motion carried.
8.        Information Items:  

a. Correspondence from the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin regarding removal of Wisconsin Power and Light facilities at E4910 US Highway 14.
b. Local Government Center brochure regarding Open Government and Parliamentary Procedure WisLine Series.
c. Final HUB Committee update from Mark Nelson.  Nelson stated the HUB Committee gave their final report at the school board meeting last night.  Nelson stated the school board wants to digest the information, and it will discuss it again in January.

9.       General Public Comment:  Wipperfurth asked if anyone had heard from Don Tankel in   regards to snowplowing.  No one has heard from Mr. Tankel yet.  Wipperfurth stated there is an issue with the back door at the Post Office and requested guidance from the board.  Crary stated the item should be placed on the next agenda.  
10.       Adjourn:  Nelson moved and N. Miller seconded to adjourn at 8:12 pm.  Motion carried.   
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
