Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on January 11, 2012 at 7:07 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Vern Liegel.  Norm Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Michael Broh, Nick Liegel, Joy Kirkpatrick, Nick Ehlinger, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Nelson moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the December 21, 2011 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Consent Agenda:  Marcus moved and Nelson seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

6. New Business:
a. Crary stated Brad Hutnik called earlier and notified her he was unable to attend tonight’s meeting due to an unforeseen conflict.
