Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 8, 2012 at 7:03 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Wendy Crary, Village Clerk/Treasurer called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to appoint Nelson to chair the meeting.  Motion carried.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Gene Hausner and Vern Liegel were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Bob Churchill, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miler moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
5. Old Business:

a. Wipperfurth stated Lincoln Contractors had several used generators available for purchase ranging from $10,500 to $12,500.  Wipperfurth stated the used generator prices are based on hours of use, and include a 30-day warranty.  Wipperfurth stated a brand new generator would cost $14,113 and would come with a one-year warranty.  Nelson stated the village would be better off spending the extra couple thousand dollars for a brand new model with a one- year warranty.  N. Miller stated he agreed with Nelson and was concerned with purchasing a used generator because it is unknown how it was treated before.  L. Miller stated we need to take some action because spring/storm season will be upon us soon.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to purchase a new three phase generator from Lincoln Contractors for the public works department for $14,113.  Motion carried.
6. New Business:
a. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Sauk County Library Board Agreement to provide library services and to authorize Hausner to sign the agreement.  Motion carried.
c. L. Miller stated the Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee toured the village and examined the sidewalks.  Wipperfurth presented a listing of the sidewalks in most need of repair and noted many of the areas fluctuate seasonally.  L. Miller discussed the following areas in need of repair:  East side of North Baltimore between Daley and Monroe, North and South Varsity Avenue, Worcester Street (by Hometown Supermarket).  L. Miller stated one area of North Baltimore is severely damaged due to wear and tear from a semi driver parking their semi tractor in their yard, because it is not allowed to be parked on the street.  L. Miller stated we need to address this issue with the homeowner and figure something out.  L. Miller stated the north and south sidewalks on Varsity Avenue are also damaged most likely from snow plowing, and an area on Worcester near Hometown Supermarket was badly in need of repair.  L. Miller stated the committee discussed repairing a whole block of sidewalk at a time, and her only objection to this would be the homeowners would really get hit hard.  Lilla stated if the village decides to do a whole block at a time, make sure the street is not on the list to get replaced soon after; ADA requirements will also come into play.  Nelson stated we should prioritize the list and maybe complete the top three areas first.  N. Miller stated we need to do something; I do not want to let this go another year.  The board discussed utilizing funds from other areas of the budget to cover the cost of the sidewalk repairs, including snow removal because of this year’s mild winter.  Wipperfurth pointed out the budget includes the entire year and it is impossible to predict what kind of snowfall there will be next November/December.  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to authorize Wipperfurth to obtain estimates for sidewalk repairs for the East side of North Baltimore (full block), North and South Varsity Avenue (full block) and 50 feet of Worcester Street at Hometown Supermarket.  Motion carried.
d. Lilla stated US Cellular has made a request to place additional antennas and a line of fiber to the water tower.  Lilla asked the board what their approach to this request was and pointed out it should be coordinated with the possible painting of the tower.  Lilla stated at some point, the village will want Peckham to look over the lease agreement.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to authorize Lilla, Wipperfurth and Hausner to continue discussions with US Cellular regarding the placement of the additional antenna to the water tower.  Motion carried.
7.        Information Items:  

a. Update regarding Gary Nachreiner’s request to have a street light placed at the corner of Travis and McKinley Street.  N. Miller stated he met with an Alliant Energy representative and the quote amount was within the budget passed by the board at the last meeting.  N. Miller stated the pole will not be installed until April.
8.       General Public Comment:  Churchill inquired as to what the generator for the public works department was for.  Wipperfurth explained the generator was needed to run the lift station if there was a power failure.
9.       Adjourn:  N. Miller moved and Marcus seconded to adjourn at 7:58 pm.  Motion carried.   
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
