Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 28, 2012 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Nick Liegel, John Christiansen, Terry Prem, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the March 14, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miler moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Consent Agenda:  Liegel stated he would like to remove item 5e for further discussion.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Disbursements
b. Approval of Financial Report

c. Approval of Spring Clean Up for April 11 & 12, 2012

d. Approval of the following License for The Shed, LLC, 123 N. Lexington St., Spring Green, WI:

1. Operators License for Crystal Schreiner, E4457 Gywthian Way, Spring Green, WI
5e.  Liegel asked for clarification as to what type of licenses were being applied for.  Crary explained that they are bartender licenses.  Liegel asked if the Lexington Street Bistrot was currently licensed.  Crary confirmed that Lexington Street Bistrot currently holds a Class “B”/”Class C” Retailers License.  Liegel moved and Demers seconded to approve the following Licenses for Lexington Street Bistrot, 242 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green, WI:

1. Operators License for Jeremy Lynch, 6514 Hillside School Rd., Spring Green, WI
2. Operators License for Erin Crooks, 6514 Hillside School Rd., Spring Green, WI

Motion carried.
6. Old Business:

a. The board reviewed several options with Lilla in regards to LRIP funds.  Lilla stated the first project on the list after Madison and Jefferson Street would be Albany Street.  Lilla stated Albany is the lowest rated in the village other than Peterson Street.  Lilla stated when it comes time to do Albany Street, one half block of Daley Street would have to be re-done.  Lilla stated there are quite a few water main breaks in the Daley/Albany Street area.  Lilla stated another alternative would be to re-pave Peterson Street from Hoxie to Madison.  L. Miller stated she went over to South Baltimore after the last rain event and there was a lot of standing water over there.  N. Miller asked about the time frame for utilizing the LRIP funds.  Lilla stated the money has to be used by June, 2013 and the village would probably want to do this project this fall, because the spring can be tricky.  Marcus asked for a ball park estimate to re-pave Peterson Street.  Lilla stated it would probably cost around $50K.  The board discussed the different options/ideas.  Lilla stated in two years, the village would have another chance for LRIP funds.  Lilla stated my opinion would be to do the half block on Daley Street or South Baltimore.  Marcus stated our priority right now is the West Madison and East Jefferson Street projects, but I do not want to see this $24K go unused.  Marcus stated Baltimore or Peterson would probably be fiscally more doable.  Lilla stated the next step is to respond to the county by May and let them know whether or not the village intends on using the funds, then project ideas need to be submitted.  Liegel asked if the water and sewer would be re-done if they went ahead with the Baltimore Street project.  Wipperfurth stated they have never had a problem with the water main in that area.  Marcus suggested using the funds for South Baltimore Street.  The consensus of the board was to utilize the funds for South Baltimore Street.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to notify Sauk County that the LRIP funds will be re-allocated to the South Baltimore Street project from Madison Street to West Leeson Street.  Motion carried.
b. Crary stated due to unforeseen circumstances, Wilkins is unable to attend the meeting tonight.  No action taken.  
7. New Business:
a. Lilla stated the Plan Commission met last week as well as the township.  The township had one main concern; a utility line which has since been corrected by the surveyor, along with a couple of aesthetic items.  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Prem Meats, LLC to combine parcels #032-0934 and #032-0935, located at E5028 US Hwy 14/60, Town of Spring Green, WI as presented.  Motion carried.
b. John Christiansen passed out an outdoor seating plan for Arcadia Books.  Christiansen stated the tables would be outdoor quality/metal, would be secured and no alcohol would be allowed at these tables.  Marcus stated the board visited this issue last June, and the issue with Arcadia Books is that their building sits right on the property line.  Marcus stated if the tables are just for food and non-alcoholic beverages, I do not see an issue.  Marcus stated he felt these tables would also add to the energy of the downtown area.  Lilla stated Arcadia should make sure to maintain five feet of sidewalk space, and the ordinance should be reviewed to make sure there is no permit requirement.  L. Miller stated she looked at the ordinances and did not see anything to that effect.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the request submitted by John Christiansen for outdoor seating at Arcadia Books as presented.  Motion carried.
c. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve a new manual scoreboard at the South Park small diamond at a cost not to exceed $800.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated the blower room at the waste water treatment plant is need of repair as some of the mortar joints are cracked and some of the bricks are broken.  Hausner stated Jewell should take a look at the building and come back to the board with some recommendations.  No action taken.
e. Lilla stated he and Hausner have discussed the need to keep the capital improvement plan updated due to all of the upcoming projects the village is facing.  Lilla stated the point is to get everyone looking at the next several years, and I am presenting this idea to the library as well.  Lilla went over example forms to track improvements.  Lilla stated this is a valuable tool to allow the board to make accurate predictions when planning how best to budget village funds.  The consensus of the board was to move forward with the capital improvement plan and it should be a collaboration of the board and staff.  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to implement the form process for the 5-10 year capital improvement plan and involve the board, committees and staff in said process.  Motion carried.
f. Lilla stated they recently met with the DOT in regards to the Madison/Jefferson Street projects.  Lilla stated consultation needs to be performed in accordance with Wisconsin Statutes due to the presence of the St. Johns Cemetery, the Talbot children’s burial area and one other potential archaeological site, which are within the project area right-of-way.  Lilla stated they received quotes from two companies for the consultation work and recommended Commonwealth Cultural Resources Group, Inc. “CCRG”.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to accept the proposal submitted by Commonwealth Cultural Resources Group, Inc. to carry out the archaeological and history consultation on the Madison and Jefferson Street projects.  Motion carried.
g. Crary discussed an idea to have the employee appreciation dinner picnic/potluck style at one of the parks.  Crary stated employees could bring their family members and past board members could attend as well.  Crary asked for volunteers to help organize the event.  Marcus, L. Miller and Hausner stated they would help organize the event.  The consensus of the board was to discuss dates at the next board meeting.  No action taken.
