Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission, 

Downtown Design Committee and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, January 18, 2012
Held at Village Office

154 N. Lexington Street

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. 
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and Michael Broh. Lew Averill was absent. 
Downtown Design members present: Yvonne Notbohm and Paul Kardatzke. Ted Greenheck was absent.

JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher, and John McKenna.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Jay Gilles, John Kaul, Brent Winkers, Fred Iausly, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the December 14, 2011 Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting, and from the December 28, 2011 Special Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:07 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for Lucy’s Hair & Nail Salon at 106 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. The Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee reviewed the application submitted for Lucy’s Hair & Nail Salon. Lilla explained that this is an additional sign on a multi-tenant building. The color of the sign was discussed. Motion by Tennant, second by Kardatzke to approve the sign permit for Lucy’s Hair & Nail Salon at 106 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Motion by Prem, second by Tennant to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:10 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a permitted use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Marcus stated, “We held the public hearing prior to the meeting and no one raised any concerns”. Joint Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Prem to recommend the amendment of the zoning ordinance to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a permitted use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District. Motion passed with all in favor.

9. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of Section 7 – Signs of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Marcus started by saying, “John Kaul applied for a new sign at Arthurs Supper Club last month and it was discussed at the meeting.” “During the discussion it was decided to have the sign ordinance reviewed”. Lilla pointed out that as discussed at the last meeting most of the signs along USH 14 would not be allowed under the current zoning ordinance. The Plan Commission & JEZC discussed different issues with the current sign ordinance. Currently animated signs are prohibited. Lilla said, “I need a little guidance regarding changes”. Kardatzke said, “I don’t think the signs along USH 14 were looked at when we drafted the ordinance”. Broh commented that there were discussions about a Design District overlay for USH 14. Broh said, “I would like to discuss that option during the smart growth review”. Prem stated, “I’m wondering if we shouldn’t apply the sign ordinance to certain business districts and then handle USH 14 signs on a case by case basis”. Marcus said, “It sounds like the general consensus is to separate the standards for the B-1 & B-2 districts from USH 14”. “Do we create new criteria, or handle each on a case by case basis?” Prem suggested setting it up similar to a conditional use with a public hearing. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed potential ideas for a USH 14 design committee. 

Fred Iausly arrived at 7:42 p.m.

Marcus pointed out that the group or committee would need to be added via ordinance along with setting the criteria for USH 14 signs. Broh asked, “Can we make animated signs a conditional use in certain districts?” Prem said, “There is only B-3 & B-8 along USH 14”. The Plan Commission & JEZC decided to place this matter on the February meeting with proposed ordinance amendments for review at that time. No action was taken regarding the review of Section 7 – Signs of the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance.
10. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:02 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

11. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of Element 4: Housing & Element 5: Natural & Cultural Resource Protection within the Village Smart Growth Plan. The Plan Commission reviewed and made minor changes to Elements 4 & 5. No action was taken regarding this item.
12.  General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
13. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to adjourn at 9:31 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
