1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. 
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Lew Averill were absent. 
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, John McKenna, and Jim Sprecher.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Marty Prem, John Kaul, Terry Prem, Fred Iausly, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Hausner, second by Broh, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the February 15, 2012 Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Prem, second by Hutnik, to approve minutes. Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Prem Meats LLC to combine parcels #032-0934 and #032-0935, located at E5028 US Hwy 14/60, Town of Spring Green. Lilla explained that he spoke with the surveyor that put the CSM together and there some changes that were made, that is why there are 2 Technical Reviews for the application. Lilla explained that the utility easements were not shown exactly. Notations explain where the easements are. Lilla recommended approval with the conditions stated on the March 10, 2012 Technical Review. McKenna listed his concerns regarding the Certified Survey Map. Joint Vote: Motion by Marcus, second by Broh, to recommend approval of the CSM submitted by Prem Meats LLC contingent upon the PSD easement being located and shown, and any utility easements if recorded and known also being shown on the CSM.
