Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 9, 2012 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, Bob Churchill, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the April 25, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Marcus moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Old Business:

a. Wipperfurth stated he obtained one more bid from H&K Contracting, Inc. for the storm sewer repairs behind George’s Autobody.  H&K’s bid for the replacement and/or repair was $8,996, while Bill Meise Construction’s bid was $8,500.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to accept the bid from Bill Meise Construction for storm sewer repairs in the alley behind George’s Autobody at a cost not to exceed $8,500.  Motion carried.
b. No action was taken on a survey for village resident’s opinions and concerns.
6. New Business:
a. Broh asked if there was a more detailed listing of the disbursements.  Crary explained each department head signs off on their respective invoices and submits them for payment.  Crary invited Broh to stop by the office to look at individual invoices at any time.  Hausner stated the department heads work from the approved budget.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Crary stated the Farmer’s Market request has been set up such that it is reviewed annually.  Reid asked if there have been any problems.  Crary stated no complaints have been received at the Village Office.  Wilkins stated there has only been one minor issue with the no parking signs, but other than that, there have been no issues.  Demers asked if the placement of a flower cart is new to the request, and suggested that portion of the request be handled through the Chamber of Commerce.  The board discussed the flower carts in the downtown area and the responsibility of watering the flowers in the carts.  Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the Spring Green Farmer’s Market and placement of “No Parking” signs as requested.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla stated the bid opening for the 2012 Sidewalk Project was at 2:00 pm today.  Lilla stated a notice was placed in the paper and also mailed to eight area contractors.  Lilla stated five contractors pulled plans and two bids were received.  Matteson Concrete, Inc. out of Spring Green was the lowest bid at $15,436.  Lilla stated the restoration work in the bid from Matteson for seeding seemed higher than he estimated and suggested possibly pulling the restoration portion from the bid and having the Public Works Department complete this part of the project.  Wipperfurth stated the Public Works Department could complete the restoration, depending on the timing of the project.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the bid for the 2012 Sidewalk Project from Matteson Concrete, Inc. for $15,436, less the restoration portion for $1,239.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated last week both of the village lawn mowers broke down, and he suggested purchasing a new mower.  Wipperfurth stated the XMARK mower, which is six years old, has needed service several times in the past couple of years, and further explained that Sauk Prairie Equipment no longer carries XMARK equipment so the closest dealers are in Portage or Tomah, which would result in increased down time if repairs were needed.  The other mower, a John Deere is nine years old.  Wipperfurth reviewed the bid prices he received with the board, and the best price came from Mid-State Equipment for a John Deere mower for $30,100.  Mid-State is offering $12,500 for trading in the old John Deere to make a purchase price of $17,600.  Wipperfurth stated at this time of the year, we need a reliable machine.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to authorize the purchase of a new John Deere mower from Mid-State Equipment at a cost of $30,100 less a $12,500 trade, subject to review from a bid from McFarlanes.  Motion carried.
e. Wipperfurth stated one of the orbitals in the oxidation ditch at the waste water treatment plant was replaced in 2009, and now the other one is in need of repair.  Wipperfurth explained the function of the oxidation ditch and noted if one of the orbitals goes down for any amount of time, the sludge could go septic and then the village would be in violation of their DNR waste water permit.  Wipperfurth stated he received a price of $14,250 from J.F. Ahern for the repair, but this price does not include electrical or crane rental.  Wipperfurth stated grease is being applied everyday to just get by, and if the system goes down, there will not be any time to wait for the next scheduled board meeting for approval.  Reid asked if the funds for this type of repair were budgeted.  Wipperfurth stated there are funds for these types of repairs.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the repairs for the oxidation ditch at the waste water treatment plant at a cost not to exceed $15,000 (including crane work).  Motion carried.
f. The position of Downtown Design Committee was discussed.  Marcus stated he had two potential people in mind for the position, and the first person has declined.  Marcus stated he has not heard from the second person yet and requested the Downtown Design Committee appointment be tabled until the next board meeting.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to appoint Gene Hausner to the Emergency Management/Government Committee.  Motion carried.
g. Demers gave a report of the Park & Recreation Committee Meeting that took place on May 7, 2012.  Demers stated the Committee discussed the utilization of the Comedy Night Fundraiser proceeds of approximately $8,300 and makes the following suggestions:  1)  repairs to the small diamond at South Park not to exceed a cost of $1,000 – the goal is to get the diamond in shape so it is playable for tournaments,  2)  keep some money in reserve for the tennis court lights, nets, etc. if the grant for re-surfacing is received, and 3)  place a canvas sun shade over the kiddie pool at a cost not to exceed $5,000.  Demers stated the Park & Recreation Committee is seeking approval for the previously described three projects.  Hausner stated per his recollection, the funds were originally going to be utilized to put toward a new park shelter at North Park.  Marcus stated he felt the fundraiser proceeds should be utilized for these smaller projects.  Demers gave an update on Family Fun Day at the Spring Green Municipal Pool which is going to be held on Saturday, June 9, 2012.   Demers gave an update on summer staffing, noting Kirsten Voss has been hired as Recreation Director and all but two positions have been filled for the swimming pool.  Reid stated the reason for holding Family Fun Day at the swimming pool is multi-layered and it will include encouragement of pass sales, along with getting to know the pool staff.  N. Miller stated these are great ideas and thanked the Park & Recreation Committee.  N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the repairs to the small diamond at South Park at a cost not to exceed $1,000, and the placement of a sun shade at the kiddie pool at a cost not to exceed $5,000.  Motion carried.
h. N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve Family Fun Day to be held on June 9, 2012 at the municipal swimming pool as presented.  Motion carried.

b. 2012 Census of Governments Survey of Public Employment and Payroll.
8.       General Public Comment:  Bob Churchill asked if the pool hours were going to be the same as last year.  Broh inquired about the American Family sign being lit after business hours.  Marcus stated the sign inquiry should be referred to the Plan Commission.
9.       Adjourn:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to adjourn at 8:14 pm.  Motion carried.   
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
