Old Business:

a. Wilkins went over the revised ordinance regarding storage of junk, noting he added a paragraph to address abandoned, wrecked or inoperative motor vehicles.  Demers inquired as to the status of working with the Village of Plain to adopt similar ordinances.  Wilkins stated the Village of Plain has not done anything yet and would be interested in what the Village of Spring Green comes up with.  The board discussed the amount of time that should be allowed before a written order is issued and the amount of time allowed to comply if an order is issued.  Crary stated the ordinance would need to be put into the correct format and brought back to the next board meeting for the first reading.  No action taken.

a. Reid moved and Demers seconded to have legal counsel review the First Amendment to Option Water Tower and Ground Space Lease between the Village of Spring Green and United States Cellular Operating Company, LLC.  Motion carried.
b. Crary stated this annual agreement is for the doors at the Post Office and the price of $625 is the same as last year’s rate.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Annual Service Agreement from Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. and to add payment of $625 to the June 13, 2012 Disbursements.  Motion carried.
c. L. Miller stated she was surprised on the freight charge on the bid received from Reese Recreation.  L. Miller stated another bid was received this afternoon via fax from Baraboo Tent & Awning for approximately $19K.  Reid suggested contacting Reese Recreation and asking for a lower price and L. Miller agreed to the task.  No action taken.
d. Crary explained that changes in state statutes last year required the addition of a discipline/grievance procedure to the personnel policy, and that this was the updated version of said policy.  No action taken.
