Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 27, 2012 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Michael Broh was absent. 3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the June 13, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Reid stated she called John Finn, and Finn is willing to deduct $300 from the already discounted price.  Reid stated delivery time is five to seven weeks.  Demers stated although the purchase price exceeds the original agreed upon amount of $5,000, the canopy should still be purchased.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to purchase a canopy for the baby pool from Reese Recreation for $5,450.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and L. Miller seconded to approve the First Amendment to Option Water Tower and Ground Space Lease between the Village of Spring Green and United States Cellular Operating Company as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:
a. L. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the request submitted by Shari Price/Cardinal IG to hold a 5K run/walk on Saturday, August 4, 2012 as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to approve an Original Alcohol Beverage Retail License for David Owen, Freddy Valentine’s Public House, 134 W. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI, Class “B” Beer and Class “B” Liquor Taverns.  Motion carried.
c. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve an Application for Keeping Chickens submitted by John Jensen, parcel #182-0327 located at 369 S. Lexington Street as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Lilla stated the board approved the design of the Daley Street Lift Station, and would like to re-visit the issue.  Lilla asked the board if they would like to move forward on the project.  Lilla stated an issue with the gas main was discovered, which should be taken care of at the end of July.  Lilla stated the project will cost approximately $200K.  Crary confirmed funds were available in the budget for the project.  Demers asked if the project would interfere with St. John’s Funfest.  Lilla stated the project probably would not get started until after Funfest.  Wipperfurth stated this is the oldest lift station; the pumps have been there since 1998 and there have been numerous issues at this location.  Reid stated we just need to go ahead with this.  Wipperfurth stated the Daley Street Lift Station handles all of the downtown area.  Lilla stated the new lift station would have to go in the same location as there are utilities located on every other corner.  Marcus moved and Reid seconded to proceed with the Daley Street Lift Station project.  Motion carried.
e. Lilla gave an update on the South Baltimore Street project, noting the new street would be 36’ curb to curb.  Lilla stated some of the sidewalk would have to be replaced.  Lilla and the board discussed the trees along the street, including the removal of some of the trees and the maintenance and safety issues.  Reid stated the board should discuss the plan for the trees with the homeowners as it is the most gracious thing to do.  L. Miller stated she agreed the homeowners should be brought into the discussion, and they should be made aware of the maintenance issues as well.  Lilla stated he would work on setting up the Assessment Hearing.  No action taken.
f. Paul Kardatzke explained the need for masonry repairs to the blower room building at the waste water treatment plant and well house no. 2.  Kardatzke stated the blower room building has no gutters or over hang and water is getting inside the building.  Kardatzke recommended the following repairs:  a new roof, repair or remove the parapet, repair damaged blocks and repainting.  Kardatzke stated well house no. 2 needs some re-mortar/joint work and repainting.  Reid asked if these repairs are a surprise, and if these buildings are on the capital improvement project list.  Demers stated this is on the list.  No action taken.
g. Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green Investment Policy as presented.  Motion carried.
h. Lilla stated the restoration work was pulled from the original sidewalk repairs project, and bids for the restoration were received from Liegel Vision Lawn & Property Care, Ridge Top, LLC and Bindl’s Lawn Designs, LLC.  Lilla stated Baltimore and Varsity were the only areas left for restoration work.  Demers moved and N. Miller moved to accept the bid from Liegel Vision Lawn & Property Care as presented.  L. Miller requested to amend the motion to include the delay of seeding until the weather is more favorable.  N. Miller seconded the amendment.  Motion carried.
i. Wilkins stated he has not received any negative feedback and encouraged the board to approve the ordinance.  Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the first reading of Chapter 292 – Peace and Good Order as presented.  Motion carried.
j. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to appoint Bob Churchill to the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Motion carried.
k. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the Library Board appointments as presented.  Motion carried.
