2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Hausner, second by Tennant, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the May 16, 2012 Plan Commission Meeting.  Motion by Tennant, second by Hausner, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for the Gard Theater at 101/107/111 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Mark Scoles explained that the Gard Theater would like to place a fundraiser sign for the theater. Lilla explained that he incorporated all of the properties signs on the application. Motion by Notbohm, second by Tennant, to approve the sign permit for the Gard Theater at 101/107/111 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor. 
6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for BMO Harris NA Bank of Spring Green at209 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. The committee reviewed all of the proposed sign changes for BMO Harris Bank. Motion by Kardatzke, second by Hausner, to approve the sign permit for BMO Harris NA Bank of Spring Green at 209 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for Freddy Valentine’s Public House at 134 W. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Dave Owen explained that he is the new owner and that he will be utilizing the same company that had made the Bank Restaurant sign for his new sign. Owen continued by stating, “The new sign will be a little larger and will be about 10 feet above the sidewalk”. The committee reviewed the application and proposed signs. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm, to approve the sign permit for Freddy Valentine’s Public House at 134 W. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District.
