Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 11, 2012 at 7:05 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Carol Anderson, Kevin Wilkins, Bob Churchill,  Kelly Feiner, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the June 27, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

5. Consent agenda:  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Disbursements

b. Approval of the following Licenses for John Brown, JB’s Bowling Green, 316 S. Peterson St., Spring Green, WI:

1. Operators License for Thomas Markart, S12985 Shifflet Rd., Spring Green, WI
c. Approval of a Coin Machine Permit for The Village Tavern, 137 W. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI

Old Business:

a. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the second reading of the Village Code of Ordinances, Chapter 292 – Peace and Good Order, §292-26, Storage of junked or discarded property.  Motion carried.

New Business:
a. L. Miller stated she agreed the village would have a better chance of getting a grant to repair the tennis courts if cost sharing was utilized, but was not sure where the money would come from.  Marcus stated the repair of the tennis courts is not the only item before us and although this grant may be a wonderful opportunity, it unfortunately is the lowest priority at this time.  Marcus thanked the Gasser Company for their work.  No action taken.
b. Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the request submitted by Eric Briehl to allow the River Valley Swim Team to utilize the municipal pool for practice through September 8, 2012 as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla stated street projects utilizing state funding have to provide pedestrian and bicycle accommodations.  Lilla stated the village can request an exception, and suggested applying for an exception for the Jefferson Street project.    Lilla went over Resolution R-1207 detailing how the Jefferson Street project would meet the conditions for a “Constrained Environment”.  The board discussed bicycle and motorist traffic in the downtown.  Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve Resolution R-1207 stating that the Jefferson Street Project area meets the conditions for a “Constrained Environment” exception for the purpose of Trans 75 pedestrian and bicycle accommodation requirements as presented.  Motion carried.  
d. Lilla stated both he and Hausner have been approached by the St. John’s Cemetery Association in regards to the Madison Street project.  Lilla stated the Cemetery Association has requested eliminating the sidewalk from the north side of the street, as their main concern is maintenance of the sidewalks in the winter months.  Lilla again discussed the Trans 75 exception and asked the board if there is a sentiment to allow the request.  Broh stated he would rather see how the Jefferson Street exception request goes first and then maybe pursue this request.  Hausner stated we need to be uniform in our decision making.  The board discussed the Madison area in general and safety issues.  No action taken.

Information Items:
a. Letter from Pam Puckett, ACT 10 Route Chair regarding the 10th anniversary fund-raising bicycle ride benefiting AIDS Network.

General Public Comment:  Reid stated she is concerned with water usage in the village and would like the board to consider asking people to abstain from watering their lawns.  Crary stated this issue can be placed on a future agenda if desired.  Feiner asked about the restoration work for the sidewalk project.  Lilla explained that quotes were received from several contractors.  Feiner stated he thought the Public Works Department was supposed to do the restoration work.  Crary stated the Public Works Department completed two of the areas before Art Fair, and did not have time to complete the remaining areas.  Churchill inquired about the village’s wells and Crary suggested Churchill discuss the matter with Greg Wipperfurth.  Feiner stated something has to be done about the speeding on the village streets.  Feiner stated he got passed on his moped the other day.  Feiner stated he feels the police are not enforcing the speed limits and are not writing tickets.
