Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on September 12, 2012 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

a. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
b. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kelly Feiner, Linda Thering, Carol Anderson, Marsha Grant, Terry Drone, Kevin Wilkins, Bridget Roberts, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
c. Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the August 22, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

d. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Terry Drone with Johnson Block and Company reviewed the 2011 final Audit for the Village of Spring Green. Drone went over the Balance Sheet, Statement of Revenues, Expenditures, and changes in Fund Balances with the Village Board. Drone also reviewed the Communication of Significant Deficiencies and Material Weaknesses with the Village Board. Broh moved and Demers seconded to accept the Audited Financial Statements for the Village of Spring Green, dated December 31, 2011. Motion carried.

b. Crary reviewed the 2013 preliminary budget and noted state shared revenues have been going down for a number of years.  Crary stated other unknown factors at this time include employee health insurance and retirement increases, employee wages and the village assessed valuation.  Crary noted current state legislation put the levy limit increase at zero.  Hausner stated there are a lot of unknowns at this time and we cannot expect many increases; it will be another tough budget.  Marcus stated a decrease in shared revenue will create a challenge.  Anderson went over her preliminary budget with the board.  Reid asked how much fundraising is done for acquisitions.  Anderson explained the majority of the dollars raised by The Friends of the Library goes toward library programs.  No action taken.
c. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to accept an $8,000, 2012 Big Dig Community Service Grant to be utilized for fencing at South Park.   The village will request payment from ALM Charities and subsequently pay the contractor upon completion of the project.  Motion carried. 
d. Broh moved and Reid seconded to accept the Police School Liaison Officer (PSLO) Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the River Valley School District as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve a computer equipment purchase for the Spring Green Police Department from Phoenix Computers in the amount of $1,570.00.  Motion carried.
f. Wilkins reviewed several different makes/models of squad vehicles with the board noting he was leaning toward the Ford Interceptor SUV as it has all wheel drive, good gas mileage and would have a higher resale value.  The consensus of the board was to have Wilkins obtain more solid numbers on the Ford Interceptor auto and Ford Interceptor SUV.  No action taken.
