Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on September 26, 2012 at 7:04 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Joel Marcus was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Carol Anderson, Kevin Wilkins, Peggy Timmerman, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:05 pm.  Peggy Timmerman arrived at 7:05 pm.
5. Consent agenda:  Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Disbursements
b. Approval of Fall Clean-Up for October 24 & 25, 2012
c. Approval of Halloween Trick-or-Treat hours on October 31, 2012 from 4 pm – 7 pm
Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Crary went over the 2013 preliminary budget noting a few changes that have been made since the last board meeting:
· Revenues:  Increased garbage/recycling, contacted several other contractors for pricing, but have not received anything as of yet.  Shared Revenues changed to $115,409, have not received a final figure for General Transportation Aids yet.  Minor reduction made to ticket sales – not selling as many tickets as in the past.

· Expenses:  Received state retirement/health insurance amounts, which will be reflected in the budget at the October 10 Board Meeting.  Reduced elections line item by $1,000, increased garbage/recycling expense, changed squad outlay to reflect carryover to 2013.

Lilla suggested adding budget dollars for either the public works building roof and/or repairs to the wastewater treatment plant blower room building/well house building.  Lilla stated the blower room building/well house building repairs would cost approximately $20K-$25K.  The consensus of the board was to add budget dollars for both the blower room building and well house repairs.  No action taken.
7.
New Business:

a. Timmerman stated she and others would like to begin to raise funds to repair the tennis courts at north park.  Timmerman stated research will begin this fall and fundraising would start in the spring of 2013.  L. Miller stated per the estimates received recently in conjunction with the big dig grant application, the cost for re-surfacing only would be around $30K-$50K.  Lilla suggested just doing one court instead of two.  L. Miller stated she would place this item on the next Park & Recreation Committee Meeting agenda.  No action taken.
b. The request submitted by Tom Johnson – Spring Green Dog Park to add a small dog fenced in area was tabled until the October 10 Board Meeting.  Reid stated she would like a representative of the dog park to be present to discuss the mowing responsibility.  No action taken.
c. Wilkins stated he does receive visibility complaints at Jefferson/Worcester and Jefferson/Washington and there have been a number of accidents over the years.  Wilkins stated this issue was discussed back in 2003, and one idea was to reposition the handicap parking stalls to alternate locations.  The board discussed ideas such as, “for compact cars only” signage, relocating the current handicap stalls and “no parking” signage.  Lilla stated he would research the requirements.  Hausner asked Lilla to review the previous study with Wilkins and bring the item back to a subsequent board meeting.  Reid stated she did not want any parking to be taken away from the downtown.  The board discussed the need for downtown parking.  No action taken.
d. Estimated received for exterior building repairs at the village office building was tabled until the October 10 Board Meeting.  L. Miller stated she would like to discuss this issue with Greg Wipperfurth to see if the public works department could do some or all of the needed repairs.  No action taken.
e. Crary stated it was discovered that several trees in the village have to come down (Madison Street/Cincinnati Street) as soon as possible, or they may come down on their own.  Demers moved and Reid seconded to proceed with the removal of the noted trees on Madison/Cincinnati, and to authorize Hausner to select a contractor after the bids have been received.  Motion carried.
f. Crary stated the village still utilizes T.E. Brennan, a company that reviews the village’s insurance policies.  Crary stated a lot of municipalities are going away from utilizing these services.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to pass on the contract renewal with T.E. Brennan.  Motion carried.  Demers moved and Broh seconded to pass on additional insurance options per T.E. Brennan.  Motion carried.
g. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1209, Request for Exemption from County Library Tax as presented.  Motion carried.

Information Items:
a. Information from Carol Anderson – Spring Green Community Library regarding Summer Library Program.
b. Information from the Sauk County Master Gardner Association regarding ideas for a public beautification project.

General Public Comment:  Schwanke stated she has noticed increased parking problems in the downtown and there are times when there is nowhere to park on Jefferson Street.

At 8:23 pm, Hausner moved and Reid seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85 (1)(c) of the Wisconsin Statutes for “Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility”.  Roll Call Vote Ayes:  Broh, Demers, L. Miller, N. Miller, Reid and Hausner. Motion carried.

Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to convene into open session at 9:32 pm.  Motion carried.

L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve a total of $8K for nine full-time employees.  Motion carried.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve a $0.25 per hour increase for three part-time employees.  Motion carried.
