Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Steve & Connie Miller for a variance for side yard placement of an accessory structure on parcel #032-0081-10000, S12377 Pearl Road, Spring Green, WI.
Kardatzke stated, “I am very sympathetic to the Miller’s, they are trying to improve their business, and it looks very nice in that location.” “I am apprehensive to approving and setting precedence when a previous request was denied.” Miller responded, “The previous applicant was on STH 23, we are on a side road and ask that it be considered.” Churchill asked, “Can the ordinance be changed to allow it in the front yard?” Lilla replied, “I don’t know that the Plan Commission would ever allow accessory structures in the front yard, they would possibly change the ordinance to allow them in the side yard.” Motion by Churchill to grant the variance for the Millers. Motion failed due to the lack of a second. Motion by Mertens, second by Kardatzke to approve the variance with the condition that the accessory structure by kept within the side yard only. Churchill inquired about what kind of timeline would be allowed. Motion by Mertens, second by Kardatzke to amend the previous motion to allow 180 days for placement compliance. Motion carried with stated amendment.
