1. Call to order and attendance: Eugene Hausner called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m. 

Committee Members present: Eugene Hausner, Vern Demers, and Norm Miller. 

Others present: Wendy Crary, Dennis Polivka, John McKenna, Dave Radel and Greg Wipperfurth.

2. Appoint minute taker: Wendy Crary appointed minute taker. 

3. Review and approve agenda: Demers moved and Miller seconded to approve the agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Read and approve minutes of the June 26, 2012 Joint Meeting of the Sanitation & Recycling Committee & Spring Green Township:  Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the June 26, 2012 Joint Meeting of the Sanitation & Recycling Committee & Spring Green Township. Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action regarding the Kennedy Road Recycling Center/Burn Area Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and Spring Green Township. Wipperfurth reviewed what he had put together. Wipperfurth explained that there is not a charge for the dumpster at this time, but that could change if items continue to be removed prior to Town & Country removing. Wipperfurth stated, “The mulch pile is full of plastic bottles, garbage and other items.” “We used to take cement and have it ground for aggregate, but the township was not interested in cost sharing a number of years ago.” Wipperfurth explained that he refers people to a company by Plain when they inquire about disposing of cement. The consensus of the committee and township is to continue not accepting cement at the recycling center. The Committee and township discussed the creation of a job description for the attendant, maintenance, scope of projects, and the need to identify an alternate to fill in for the attendant. Once a job description is created it will need to be reviewed with the attendant and it will need to be signed by all parties involved. No action was taken regarding this item.
6. Discussion and possible action on policies for the Village & Township Recycling Center /Burn Area.  Discussion occurred jointly with previous agenda item. No action was taken.
7. General Public Comment: There was not general public comment.
