Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 5, 2012 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Michael Havlik and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the November 21, 2012 Public Hearing and Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Crary stated building inspection services are paid by the person that pulls the permit and the last time rates were increased was either in 2007 or 2008.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1210, Fee Schedule for Building Inspection Services.  Motion carried.

c. Crary stated Johnson & Block did not increase their fees for 2012, but there will be a 2% increase for 2013.  Crary stated Johnson & Block does a great job.  Demers moved and Broh seconded to accept the engagement letter submitted by Johnson Block and Company, Inc. for the years ending December 31, 2012 and 2013.
d. L. Miller stated at the last Park & Recreation Committee Meeting, summer recreation rates and pool pass/lesson rates were discussed.  L. Miller stated the committee agreed on a modest increase in summer recreation rates and family/individual pool pass rates; lesson rates would remain the same.  L. Miller stated summer recreation fees have not been increased for a long time and the increase will help pay for an assistant and supplies for the program.  L. Miller went over pool pass rates for outlying communities and noted the village has not raised these rates for four years.  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve a rate increase for the summer recreation program and family/individual pool pass rates as follows:  

· Summer Recreation Program:  Early Bird Registration (before June 1st) Mornings from $15 to $25, Afternoons from $10 to $20.  After June 1st Mornings from $20 to $20, Afternoons from $15 to $25.
· Pool Passes:  Resident Family from $95 to $110, Non-Resident Family from $133 to $150.  Resident Individual from $50 to $60, Non-Resident Individual from $70 to $80.
Motion carried.

e. Wilkins stated all is working well with the Village of Plain and there have been no complaints.  Wilkins stated the law enforcement agreement between the Village of Plain and Village of Spring Green has brought in revenue of approximately $30K over the last several years.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the 2013 Law Enforcement Services Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and Village of Plain as presented.  Motion carried.
f. Crary stated there are two special assessments for “Railroad” on the books from 2001.  Crary stated these assessments probably should have never occurred and noted Terry Drone of Johnson Block suggested the assessments be written off.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to write off two 2001 Railroad Assessments as presented.  Motion carried.
g. Crary described the process of collecting personal property tax, and went over a tracking spreadsheet highlighting several amounts that have become uncollectible.  Crary stated unlike real estate taxes, the village is on the hook for the entire amount payable.  Crary stated prior to 2007, the village was not doing charge-backs, and the law has changed such that charge-backs can only be done if the person(s) go out of business.  Crary further noted that the window of opportunity to charge-back is fairly small.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to write off personal property tax receivables that had accrued prior to 2007 as presented.  Motion carried.
h. Crary stated three individuals on the Board of Review have terms that expire on December 31, 2012.  Crary stated Don Greenwood had informed her that he would like to step down from the committee, and recommended Paul Kardatzke for a replacement.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to appoint Gene Hausner, Dale Hottmann and Paul Kardatzke to the Board of Review for two year terms.  Motion carried.
i. Demers moved and Reid seconded to appoint Norm Miller to the Emergency Management/Government Committee.  Motion carried.

j. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to set the Caucus date for January 9, 2012.  Motion carried.
