Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on November 21, 2012 at 7:01 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Samantha Symon, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the November 7, 2012 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

Old Business:

a. Crary went over some minor changes to the 2013 budget and discussed the projected General Fund Balance at the end of 2013.  Crary noted the assessed valuation amount was still not available.  Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the 2013 Village Budget and village levy amount of $1,040,900 as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Contract for Collection and Disposal of Garbage, Refuse and Recycle Materials between the Village of Spring Green and Town and Country Sanitation, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.

b. Reid moved and Marcus seconded to approve an Amendment to Recordkeeping Services Agreement, Village of Spring Green Flexible Benefit Plan submitted by Benefits Design Group as presented.  Motion carried.

c. Wilkins stated the proposed Jefferson Street parking changes were presented to the Downtown Retail Committee on November 7 to get their input.  Wilkins stated the Committee was in agreement with the following changes:
· Add handicap parking stall at Jefferson/Washington intersection (south side)

· Remove handicap parking stall on Washington (in front of old post office)

· Add four way stop at Jefferson/Lexington intersection

· Add a “no truck parking” sign at Jefferson/Lexington intersection (south side)

· Add a “senior citizen parking” sign at Jefferson/Worcester intersection (south side)

Marcus suggested waiting until the spring to make the above changes.  Crary stated the ordinance would have to be amended as well.  Wilkins suggested the following changes to the Jefferson/Wood intersection:
· Eliminate stop sign for north-bound Wood Street traffic

· Changing the “right turn no stop” sign on Jefferson to a complete stop sign

Wilkins suggested making all of the changes at the same time.  The consensus of the board was to begin the ordinance amendments for the Jefferson Street parking/four way stop and Jefferson/Wood Street intersection in the spring of 2013.  No action taken.

d. Wilkins stated the combination lockset on the police department door is shot and freezes up in the winter.  Wipperfurth stated if a new lockset is ordered, it should be compatible with whatever door is ordered in future.  Wilkins stated he could get by with just the lockset for now.  The consensus of the board was to order a new lockset and door at the beginning of 2013.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to purchase a new door and combination lockset for the Spring Green Police Department in January, 2013.  Motion carried.
e. Reid asked if anything could be done in regards to safety on Highway 14 at the Rainbow Road and Highway 23 intersections.  Wilkins stated there was a drastic reduction in collisions when Davies Road was closed off; the state will probably never be persuaded to install another stoplight at Highway 14 and Rainbow Road.  Lilla discussed the Rainbow Road intersection and stated it wouldn’t hurt to at least contact the state with the concerns.  Broh stated he disagreed; there is not a high number of accidents out there.  Wilkins stated accident reports could be requested from the state.  Reid stated she would work with Lilla to get information from the state and at the least make some noise.  No action taken.
