Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 27, 2013 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Bob Churchill, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Crary stated she was not able to find a sample policy regarding sidewalk, curb and gutter damage, but found two examples of municipalities that addressed the issue in their ordinances.  The board discussed the two example ordinances.  Lilla asked the board how they would like to proceed, and stated there would have to be a policing entity.  Lilla stated damage is addressed in the current ordinance, whereby the village currently splits the cost of repairs with the property owner 50/50.  The consensus of the board was the village should not have to pay for damage caused by heavy machinery used by property owners.  Broh stated the 50/50 approach would probably be appropriate if it is not clear who is responsible for the damage; we could add some language for damage being 100 percent property owner responsibility if someone is caught in the act.  Reid suggested the public works department as the policing entity as they see every inch of the village.  The board discussed policing the issue.  Marcus stated in most cases, many of the ordinances are actually policed by the residents via complaints.  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to direct Lilla and Crary to draft an ordinance regarding sidewalk, curb and gutter damage with language as discussed to present at a future board meeting.  Motion carried.

General Public Comment:  Churchill asked if the dollar amount of damage to sidewalks, curbs, etc. was known.  Crary stated it is hard to say as 2012 is the first year a sidewalk project was done since 2007.  Churchill inquired if there was an ordinance addressing dog waste.  Crary responded there is an ordinance that covers the dog waste subject.  Schwanke stated she appreciated the sidewalk repair at Varsity Boulevard, but is concerned it is going to get busted up again.
