Minutes of Regular Session

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

a. Sue Reider explained she currently owns three dogs, and is interested in providing dog foster care. Reid commended Reider for coming to the board and asked if permission has ever been granted to exceed the number of dogs allowed.  Crary stated this would be the first occurrence. L. Miller asked if Reider has a fenced in yard.  Reider stated her yard is completely fenced in.  Wilkins stated he was in favor of fostering dogs and suggested a stipulation like granting the request on a trial basis; if any issues arose it could be taken up for review.  A suggestion was made that Reider contact her neighbors.  Reider stated she used her neighbors as a reference for the fostering application.  Marcus stated it should be made clear that we are not changing the ordinance for the number of dogs allowed and requests of this nature will be handled on a case by case basis.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the request received from Sue Reider in regards to Village Ordinance §166-19 C(1):  Limitation on number of dogs and cats, Number Limited as presented.  Motion carried.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to amend the motion to add for a six month probationary period.  Motion carried.
b. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the 2012 End-of-Year Financial Report for the Village of Spring Green as presented.  Motion carried.

c. Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve Resolution R-1301 to amend the Village of Spring Green 2012 Budget as presented.  Motion carried.

d. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Park & Recreation Coordinator job description as presented.  Motion carried.
