Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
Wednesday, February 20, 2013

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission. 
Members present: Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Bob Tennant, Michael Broh, Greg Prem, and Brad Hutnik. Lew Averill was absent. 
Others present: Wendy Crary, Pam Chehade, and Ed Lilla. Bill Fleischauer arrived at 7:10 p.m.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Hausner, second by Prem, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the January 16, 2013 Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Spring Green Township Meeting.  Motion by Prem, second by Broh, to approve minutes. Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Pamela Chehade for a conditional use permit for front yard reduction on parcel #0183, 137 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Ed Lilla explained that the home is existing not-conforming but that Pam Chehade is requesting to go further in to the front yard therefore she needs a conditional use. Lilla continued by explaining that the applicant is proposing a 22 foot setback and that this is 21 inches closer than it is now. The home to the east is 19 feet so the reduction would not be out of character with that home. The home to the west is at 29 feet but it is a corner lot and is set closer to Washington Street. Across the street there is a home and garage around 23 feet. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to approve the request by Pamela Chehade for a conditional use permit for front yard reduction on parcel #0183, 137 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green as it falls in between front yard setbacks of other homes on her block. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of recommended changes for the Village Smart Growth Plan. Marcus stated, “At the last meeting we discussed a few items that needed to be hashed out.” Prem said, “I’m fine with the changes, but shouldn’t we change the maps prior to scheduling a hearing?” All Plan Commission members agreed with Prem. The Plan Commission was informed by Lilla that Fred Iausly can assist with the mapping changes if compensated. Lilla said, “I can try opening the document in our office”. Marcus asked if it would be possible to have maps in time for a hearing in March or April. The Plan Commission discussed reviewing map revisions and possibly scheduling a hearing for April. The Plan Commission reviewed various maps within the Smart Growth Plan and discussed the needed revisions for transportation, future industrial park expansion, and design corridor. Prem said, “We talked with Fred last time about language and a map for a drainage corridor.” Marcus stated, “I should touch base with Fred about the drainage right-of-way and the future industrial expansion.” Prem asked Lilla if he would be able to bring draft maps in March. Lilla responded that he would be able to do that. Prem stated, “Update the Village Limits Boundary as needed too”. No action was taken regarding the recommended changes for the Village Smart Growth Plan; this item will be discussed again at the March Meeting.
7. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
8. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to adjourn at 8:02 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
