1. Call to Order and Attendance:  LuEtta Miller called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.  Committee members present: LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers, and Robin Reid. Also present was Wendy Crary.
2. Appoint Minute Taker:  Wendy Crary was appointed minute taker.
3. Review and approve agenda:  Motion by Demers, second by Reid to approve the agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve Minutes:  Motion by Demers, second by Reid to approve minutes from February 13, 2013 Park & Recreation Committee Meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.

5. Discussion and possible action regarding creation of Park & Recreation Coordinator Job Description.  The Park & Recreation Committee reviewed a sample job description which was provided by L. Miller. As a result of the Committees review, changes were made to the sample job description. All changes will be incorporated by Crary and then emailed to the committee members for review prior to the Village Board review & approval on March 13, 2013. No action necessary regarding this item.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding employment postings for the municipal pool and summer recreation program. The committee reviewed employment ads that were published in previous years for the summer employment positions. The Committee discussed publishing the Park & Recreation Coordinator employment ad for two weeks in the Buyers Guide, Home News, and on Craigslist, with a deadline for applications on 3/29/2013. Motion by Reid, second by Demers, to advertise for the Park & Recreation Coordinator position with a deadline for applications on March 29, 2013, and to schedule interviews for April 6, 2013. Motion passed with all in favor. 
7. Discussion and possible action regarding the planning and utilization of volunteers for completion of pool house repairs. L. Miller stated, “Steve Roberts is going to meet me at the pool to give me an estimate for the repairs”. L. Miller continued by saying, “Mark Baryenbruch is talking to the swim team parents for volunteers to help”. No action was taken regarding this item. 
8. Discussion and possible action regarding the North Park Shelter on Daley Street. L. Miller tabled this item until the next committee meeting.
9. Discussion and possible action regarding creation of “Friends of the Spring Green Parks” Group. Reid stated, “I’ve done some research and I have some questions”. Reid continued by saying, “I envision this group helping with volunteers and raising money, does the group need to be a 501 c3 non-profit group, or can it operate under the Village, and are donations tax exempt?” Crary will inquire with the Village Attorney regarding this matter and the questions stated. No action was taken regarding this item.
