Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 10, 2013 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Greg Wipperfurth, Todd Newton, Jeff Darga, Dawn Eno, Jeff Johnson, Lew Averill, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the March 27, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Reid requested Item 5c be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

Motion carried.

Reid stated she would like to discuss the Spring Green Chamber request for assistance from the public works department in watering the downtown flower carts.  Eno stated the Stage Stop puts the carts and flowers in place; the only request of the public works department is assistance in watering the flowers.  Wipperfurth stated the public works department assisted with the watering last year and it worked out fine.  Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the request submitted by Dawn Eno/Spring Green Area Chamber of Commerce to place flower carts around the downtown area from April to December.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Second reading of Village Ordinance Chapter 375 Vehicles and Traffic, Section 375-15.  No action taken.
b. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve Banquet Selection #1 - Lasagna from The Shed menu for the employee appreciation dinner to be held on Saturday, May 4, 2013.  Motion carried.

New Business:  

a. Eno stated the street closure requests for the Spring Green Car Show are basically the same as last year; however the show will be televised this year, so a couple of extra back-up streets are being requested.  Marcus stated he realizes parking needs to be available for the car show, but parking needs to be provided for the patrons of the businesses as well.  Marcus asked that the library parking lot be made available.  Eno explained the request to utilize the library parking lot was a mistake and the lot will be available for anyone to park there.  Reid asked if cars would be shown on Monroe Street.  Eno stated Monroe Street would be a last resort and it all hinges upon how many vehicles show up.  Reid asked if the Monroe Street residents have been made aware of the possibility of the street being utilized for the car show.  Eno stated if approved, they will notify the residents.  Eno stated Monroe Street was chosen because the homes have alley access.  Wilkins stated Monroe Street is the best choice for expansion and there should not be any issues access to the police department.  Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the request submitted by Dawn Eno/Spring Green Chamber of Commerce regarding closure of downtown streets for the Car Show to be held on Saturday, August 17, 2013 with the exception of use of the library parking lot.  Motion carried.
b. Johnson stated over the last 13 years, anytime there is a heavy rain or thaw, he experiences water issues.  Johnson stated several times the water is so bad, it ends up in my basement via the patio door - it is a continuous battle and I am tired of trying to fight it.  Averill stated the steep pitch of Davies Road drains the water into my yard and then it flows over to the Johnson’s yard.  Averill further noted the road stays very icy during the winter months and it is very hazardous.  Johnson and Averill asked the board for assistance in getting the issue corrected.  Broh asked if a culvert and ditch would solve the issues once a location for drainage was found.  Averill stated he has spoken with the owner of the property across the road and believes an agreement to drain the water from Davies Road onto their property could be obtained.  Lilla stated one issue is that the village owns one-half of the road and the township owns the other half – the village will have to coordinate with the township and there should be a drainage easement in place with the neighbor across the street.  Demers asked what the first step is.  Broh stated the board should explore the easement and obtain some cost estimates.  Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to perform due diligence in regards to the water issues on Davies Road.  Motion carried.
c. Marcus stated the reason for placing this item on the agenda was to authorize a formal response – in order to qualify for the grant sidewalks have to be installed on both sides of the street.  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to draft and send a follow-up letter to the St. John’s Cemetery Association explaining the sidewalk is part of the requirements of a federal grant the village received for the reconstruction of West Madison Street.  Motion carried.
d. Jeff Darga, a representative from Sweeny Construction stated he is designing an addition for the Royal Bank.   Darga stated they are planning to extend the building out to the North and West – to the point where the overhang is.  Darga asked for a release of the easement the village has on a ten foot wide portion of the existing lot on Worcester Street.  Wipperfurth stated there is nothing in the easement area and was not sure why the easement was put in place but it has no use.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to authorize the easement release and have Allan Peckham draw up the legal release documents at the expense of the property owner.  Motion carried.
e. Wipperfurth stated the bar screen at the waste water treatment plant is in need of repair.  Wipperfurth stated he has the parts needed for the repair and received bids from two companies to do the work.  Wipperfurth stated in addition to the labor cost, a crane will have to be rented.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the bid from Crane Engineering for the bar screen repair at the waste water treatment plant in the amount of $2,975 and for crane rental as needed.  Motion carried.
f. Crary explained that the village will have to pay Cardinal the difference between what Cardinal paid in real estate taxes for the original assessment and the new assessment which equates to $115,811.  Crary stated if Cardinal makes the request for the refund by November 1, the deadline for payment is January 31, 2014.  Hausner stated belts will have to be tightened when we do the budget this fall.  Crary explained the other taxing entities will have to reimburse the village for their respective portions, but it will be up to the village to pay Cardinal the total up front.  The board discussed correspondence from Allan Peckham, reviewing the objection.  Peckham’s letter said the village can object to the determination, but he does not see a basis for its success.  The consensus of the board was that an appeal was not an option.  The board discussed payment options such as using general fund monies or borrowing the money.  Demers moved and Broh seconded to accept the recommendation of legal council to not file an appeal to the State Board – Notice of Determination for Cardinal IG.  Motion carried.
g. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Recreation Program Director job description as presented.  Motion carried.
