Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 24, 2013 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Jane Hauser, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5.
Old Business:

a. Third reading of Village Ordinance Chapter 375 Vehicles and Traffic, Section 375-15.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the amendments to Village Ordinance Chapter 375 Vehicles and Traffic, Section 375-15 as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve an easement release for the Royal Bank property as presented.  Motion carried.
6.
New Business:  

a. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Hauser stated the Spring Green Farmers Market will be in the same location as last year and further requested the police department’s assistance in placing “no parking” signs.  Hauser stated the request to hold the market on two Thursday evenings has been withdrawn due to no vendor interest.  Hauser asked if a banner could be erected.  Wipperfurth stated he could make a bracket for the back of the bench located near the parking lot for the banner.  Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the request submitted by Jane Hauser, Jennifer Kerr and Stacey Feiner regarding location, “No Parking” signs and days/times of the Spring Green Farmer’s Market as requested.  Motion carried.
c. Wipperfurth stated he would like to have both well pumps pulled and inspected due to heavy usage last year.  Wipperfurth presented bids from CTW and Municipal Well and pump and stated both are trustworthy companies.  The board agreed that if repairs are needed once the pumps are pulled and inspected, Hausner can make that decision as needed.  Reid moved and L. Miller seconded to authorize Greg Wipperfurth to accept the low bid of $9,760 from Municipal Well and Pump to pull and inspect the pumps at well #1 and well #2.  Motion carried. 
d. Crary stated on April 15, she received a formal request for a real estate tax refund in the amount of $115,811 from Cardinal Glass Industries.  Crary stated she discovered the taxes are for all three Cardinal parcels in the industrial park in Spring Green, rather than only the Cardinal IG plant.  Crary stated she spent many hours trying to figure out the interest that needs to be paid and the state was not much help on this endeavor.  Crary stated after discussions with Allan Peckham and The Peoples Community Bank, she was able to correctly figure out how the interest needs to be calculated.  Crary stated the first installment was overpaid by $57,905.50 and this amount is currently accruing interest.  Crary stated the board needs to decide when to make the refund.  L. Miller asked where the money would come from.  Crary stated the village has money set aside in their capital projects funds for street projects.  Crary noted the village would receive payments from the other taxing jurisdictions by February, 2014.  Crary stated the amount is exempt from the levy limit, so the village will add the total onto the tax roll in 2013.  L. Miller stated this is not good news for taxpayers; let’s pay it in full and get it over with.  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to authorize a refund of $115,831.89 to Cardinal Glass Industries to be paid from the capital projects fund; to be repaid to the capital projects fund with money received from the other taxing jurisdictions.  Motion carried.
e. Lilla went over revisions to Village Ordinance Chapter 342 – Streets and Sidewalks noting additions were made in regards to more homeowner responsibility and damage from farmers/contractors.  Lilla stated the fines and penalties vary greatly in the current ordinance, and suggested more consistency.  Lilla stated in the end, this should be sent to the subdivision owners and the village should try and get the word out to business owners and John Q. Public.  Wipperfurth suggested giving a copy of the revised ordinance to everyone that pulls a building permit.  No action taken.
f. N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to add “Sporting Goods Stores” as a permitted use under Section 3.05 & 3.05A in the B-1 & B-2 Districts.  Motion carried.

a. Correspondence from the River Valley School District regarding April 2, 2013 School Board election results.

General Public Comment:  Lilla stated he was working on scheduling the public information meeting for the upcoming street projects (W. Madison/E. Jefferson).  Lilla stated the meeting will most likely be held in the community room at the Spring Green Library sometime during the week of May 13, 2013.

At 8:11 pm, Hausner moved and Demers seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85 (1)(c) of the Wisconsin Statutes for “Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility”.  Roll Call Vote Ayes:  Broh, Demers, L. Miller, N. Miller, Marcus, Reid and Hausner. Motion carried.

Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to reconvene into open session at 8:52 pm.  Motion carried.
