1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh. 3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the April 24, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

a. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve amended Village Ordinance Chapter 342 Streets and Sidewalks, and to hold the first reading of said ordinance.  Motion carried.

b. L. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the Application for Keeping Chickens submitted by Dee Hunter, 775 N. Albany Street, parcel #0648-10900 as presented.  Motion carried.

e. Wipperfurth explained the Compliance Maintenance Annual Report for the sewer utility noting that as long as a “B” or better grade is awarded, no further action is necessary.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to accept the 2012 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report as presented.  Motion carried.
f. Wipperfurth explained when the ditch between Cardinal’s farm field and the Richardson & Ruetten development was formed, a mound was made on the development side and water has nowhere to go.  Wipperfurth stated he received a verbal estimate from Bill Meise to remedy the situation for $500 - $1,000.  The board discussed how the ditch was built and who would be responsible for remedying the situation.  Lilla stated at a certain point a development gets turned over to the village and this development is roughly twenty years old now.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to proceed with repairs to the ditch in the Richardson & Ruetten subdivision at a cost not to exceed $1,000.  Motion carried.

h. Demers moved and Broh seconded to re-appoint Julie Kardatzke and Leslie Schultz and to appoint Doug Feiner to the Board of Zoning Appeals Committee, terms to expire 2016.  Motion carried.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to re-appoint Paul Kardatzke and Yvonne Notbohm to the Downtown Design Committee, terms to expire 2015.  Motion carried.  Demers moved and Reid seconded to re-appoint Joel Marcus and Gene Hausner to the Plan Commission, terms to expire 2015 as well as Lewis Averill, term to expire 2016.  Motion carried.  Marcus and Hausner abstained.

i. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the Standing Committees list as presented.  Motion carried.

j. Broh moved and Marcus seconded to approve Resolution R-1302 declaring that the Jefferson Street Project area meets the conditions for an “Absence of Need” exception for the purpose of Trans 75 bicycle accommodation requirements as presented.  Motion carried.
