1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Gaile Burchill and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the May 8, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Crary requested Item 5a be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Broh requested Item 5b be removed from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Crary stated she wanted to explain that the large spike in General Government Expenditures was due to the recent tax refund payment made to Cardinal Glass Industries.

Broh asked for details on the following invoices:  $8,258.10 to Cooks Countryside Trucking and $2,975 to Crane Engineering Sales.  Crary explained the Cooks invoice was for hauling sludge from the waste water treatment plant and the Crane invoice was for repairs to the bar screen at the waste water treatment plant.
Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve Consent Agenda items 5a & 5b as presented.  Motion carried.

a. L. Miller asked for confirmation on how many animals Burchill was requesting to house.  Burchill confirmed she was requesting to have six animals total.  Reid asked if Burchill has discussed this with her neighbors.  Burchill stated she has spoken to her neighbors.  Marcus stated he would like to remind the board that recently a similar request was approved for Sue Reider to exceed the number of allowable animals and it was decided at that time that short-term foster pets do not count toward the allowable animal total.  The board discussed the length of time Burchill was requesting.  L. Miller stated one year does not seem temporary.  Burchill stated it could end up being less than one year.  Broh suggested approving the request for six months and reviewing after six months if necessary.  Wilkins stated the six month duration seems appropriate as long as the animals are well controlled.  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the request submitted by Gaile Burchill to exceed the number of allowable dogs/cats per Village Ordinance §166-19 C (1), to be reviewed after six months if necessary and to include a condition whereby, if complaints are received, the request will be reviewed sooner.  Motion carried.
b. Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the Transfer of Class B Retail Beer/Class C Retail Wine Licenses from Eric Ferguson to Mary D’Alton.  Motion carried.
c. Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green Purchasing Policy as amended.  Motion carried.
d. Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the request submitted by Vern Demers on behalf of the Spring Green Lions Club to close the alley next to the old Post House Property from Jefferson Street to Monroe Street on Thursday, June 13, 2013 from 5:00 pm – 8:00 pm.  Motion carried.  Demers abstained.
