Old Business:

a. Third reading of Village Ordinance Chapter 342 – Streets and Sidewalks.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Village Ordinance Chapter 342 – Streets and Sidewalks as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:  

a. Lilla stated he has had several inquiries on tree planting in regards to the upcoming East Jefferson and West Madison street projects.  Lilla stated tree planting could be done after project completion, or another option would be to do the tree planting in conjunction with the street projects.  Lilla stated if enough funds are available, the planting costs would qualify for the 80%/20% cost share, but the trees would have to be planted on village property.  Lilla stated with the cost share option, the trees would have to be planted in the terrace, or the village would have to acquire easements.  Lilla recommended doing the tree planting after the street projects are complete.  N. Miller stated trees in the terrace are a bad idea, because there is nowhere for the roots to go, and eventually leads to sidewalk damage.  N. Miller stated he would rather see the trees planted on the homeowner’s property.  Lilla recommended residents work with the village public works director on planting trees after the projects are completed as there is a small public works budget for new trees.  Marcus stated he was disappointed that more people did not show up to the public information meeting.  Marcus stated the tree lined entryway into the village is Spring Green’s trademark.  Marcus stated there will probably be homeowners that do not want trees planted on their property and suggested placing smaller trees in the terrace to prevent visual gaps.  Marcus stated even if enough funds are not available, the village should foot the cost of tree planting.  Reid stated she wants constituents to know that this board is really trying to make an effort in regards to sidewalks and are trying to be very conscious on what kinds/sizes of trees are being planted.  Hausner asked Lilla to put together a plan with a mixture of large trees on private property and smaller/ornamental trees in the terrace.  No action taken.
b. Lilla stated the Wisconsin Department of Transportation needs to know if the village wants a four foot or five foot bike path along West Madison Street.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to go with a four foot bike path along West Madison Street.  Motion carried.
