1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the June 12, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

New Business:  

a. Demers stated he was disappointed there was no representation from the Art Fair or Freddy Valentine’s at the meeting.  Wilkins stated he discussed Owen’s request with Diane Baryenbruch of the Art Fair Committee and they had no issues with the request.  Wilkins stated his only concern would be if the public sidewalk would be blocked.  Marcus stated he spoke to Owen and Owen confirmed the sidewalk would remain open.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the request received from Dave Owen – Freddy Valentine’s to utilize village property to set up a grilling station during the Spring Green Art Fair and Spring Green Car Show as presented.  Motion carried.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to amend the motion to include approval as long as the public right-of-way is not blocked.  Motion carried.
b. Pappas stated Dave Owen of Freddy Valentine’s recently came into the office inquiring about the dumpsters located behind Thermo/Dynamics.  Pappas stated Owen was told that these dumpsters were available to all businesses in the area.  Pappas stated after several conversations with Thermo/Dynamics and Town & Country it was discovered that some sort of arrangement was made between the Village and Thermo/Dynamics whereby the Village pays a portion of the dumpster cost to allow for certain residents in the area to utilize the dumpsters.  Pappas stated Town & Country was unable to provide a listing of who the residents are.  Pappas stated Thermo/Dynamics has expressed concern because the dumpster area has become a dumping ground for items such as television sets, appliances, etc.  Pappas stated Town & Country said they are willing to do basically whatever the Village would like them to do – including setting up a new account for Thermo/Dynamics.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to withdraw responsibility from the Thermo/Dynamics dumpsters and have Thermo/Dynamics work out a new contract with Town & Country and the sub-users of the dumpsters.  Motion carried.
c. The board discussed a request received from Eric Briehl to allow the River Valley School Systems use of the municipal pool through September, 2013.  Wipperfurth stated he feels the school should be responsible for the entire cost of pool operations for the month of September.  Wipperfurth stated when the pool is kept open so late in the year; it gets harder to shut it down for the year.  Wipperfurth also expressed concern regarding having someone certified in lifeguarding/first aid on hand when the school groups are utilizing the pool.  Demers stated he would like the school to be able to utilize the pool as long as possible.  Marcus stated the operational costs should be researched.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to refer the request submitted by Eric Briehl to allow the River Valley School Systems use of the municipal pool through September, 2013 to the Park & Recreation Committee.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner stated the Water and Sewer Committee met with the Prairie Sanitary District Committee prior to the board meeting and discussed a new agreement.  The Prairie Sanitary District Committee will review the agreement.  No action taken.
e. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the Annual Service Agreement between The Village of Spring Green and Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.

f. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the request received from Jenny Pappas to attend the UW – Green Bay Master Academy from 7/30/13 – 8/1/13.  Motion carried.
