Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,

Downtown Design Committee, and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, April 17, 2013
Held at Village Office

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and Lew Averill.
Downtown Design members present: Paul Kardatzke, Yvonne Notbohm, and Nick Liegel.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, and John McKenna. Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:08 p.m.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Brian Hefty, Matt Seguin, Bob Churchill, Jeff Darga, and Terry Shifflet. Mary Peterzak arrived at 7:06 p.m. Fred Iausly arrived at 7:07 p.m. Ed Lilla arrived at 7:09 p.m.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Hausner, second by Broh, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the March 20, 2013 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Broh, second by Prem, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:07 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action on an addition for Royal Bank at 165 S. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District. Jeff Darga with Sweeney Construction stated, “The architect is working on bringing the overhang into compliance”. Broh inquired about parking. Darga informed the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee that there would be 9 parking stalls plus 1 handicap stall. Motion by Notbohm, second by Broh to approve the addition for Royal Bank at 165 S. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District contingent upon the overhang not encroaching on WisDOT railroad right of way. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:17 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action regarding Off Premise and Directional Signage as described in the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Marcus said, “As you recall we initially discussed this item last month and tabled it for further research”. Lilla informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that he discussed this item with Paul Kardatzke who helped with drafting the current ordinance regarding signs. Kardatzke inquired about billboard classification for the Shifflet’s sign, which he believes is allowed under the current ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the ordinance as it pertains to Shifflet’s sign. Marcus stated, “Essentially we have found a loophole for Terry’s sign”. The consensus of the Plan Commission and JEZC is that the sign ordinance will need to be revised to address future off premise sign applications. Motion by Prem, second by Averill, to direct Terry Shifflet to apply for a conditional use for an off premise sign under Section 7.6.8 of the zoning ordinance. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Discussion and possible action regarding a formal request from the WI Dept of Natural Resources to construct a storage building on property located on Leone Road in the AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District. Iausly stated, “As a resident of the ET area how is this building any different than the farmer who put a storage building up for the same use, why isn’t the DNR allowed to place the same type of building for the same uses?” Peterzak explained where she lives in that area and the reasons she is opposed to the building being constructed. Brian Hefty and Matt Seguin explained that the building would be used to store maintenance machinery for the DNR and that the location was chosen because of the proximity of the land and trees they are responsible for maintaining. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the situation and whether or not this type of building is allowed in the AP District. Hutnik explained that he interprets the ordinance as allowing the building proposed by the DNR however, as an employee of the DNR he will be abstaining from the vote. Averill stated, “I agree with the interpretation, I just think a different location would be more suitable. Plan Commission Vote: Motion by Marcus, second by Hausner, to interpret Section 3.08 AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District as a permitted use consistent with the DNR’s plans for the proposed building. Aye: Hausner, Tennant, Broh, and Marcus. Nay: Prem and Averill. Abstention: Hutnik. Motion passed.
JEZC Vote: Motion by Tennant, second by Jones, to interpret Section 3.08 AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District as a permitted use consistent with the DNR’s plans for the proposed building. Aye: Jones, Sprecher, and Tennant. Nay: Prem and McKenna. Abstention: Hutnik. Motion passed.
10. Discussion and possible action regarding the WI Farmland Preservation Program within the Extraterritorial Zoning Area and the Village of Spring Green. The Village received a letter from the WI Dept. of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection explaining that the certification of the zoning ordinance for Farmland Preservation is set to expire December 31, 2013. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the Farmland Preservation certification and would like to recertify. Crary will acquire additional information from Brian Simmert with Sauk County regarding the process for recertification. No action taken regarding this item.
11. Motion by Averill, second by Prem, to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:41 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
12. Discussion and possible action regarding Conditional Use Permit non-compliance at Greenway Manor, parcel #0507, 501 S. Winsted Street, Village of Spring Green. Marcus stated, “I would like to inform the Plan Commission at this point that I need to withdraw as the chair and discussion on this item as I own stock in Greenway Manor”. The Plan Commission reviewed the letter from Greenway which proposes modifications to the original plans for berms to address storm water. The Plan Commission discussed the letter and the need for another hearing in order to modify the original conditional use permit. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to send a response letter informing Greenway that a new application and hearing is required prior to any changes being made to the conditional use permit. Marcus abstained. Motion passed. 
13. Discussion and possible action regarding implementation of a review process for non-compliance issues. Motion by Averill, second by Prem, to table discussion on this item until the May meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.

14. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of recommended changes for the Village Smart Growth Plan. The Town Plan Commission Chair, Fred Iausly, was in attendance to discuss possible mapping changes for the ET Land Use Plan and Transportation Plan. Iausly suggested an alternate business park area north of Rainbow Road on the ET Land Use map. The Plan Commission discussed various mapping changes, including the alternate business park area, changing the FEMA color, village boundary color, and extending transportation corridor down Rainbow Road. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to direct Ed Lilla to incorporate the discussed modifications on the ET Land Use Map, Village Land Use Map, and Transportation Map. Motion passed with all in favor.
15. Discussion and possible action regarding the consideration to add “Sporting Goods Stores” as a permitted or conditional use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District, and 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion by Averill, second by Prem to add “Sporting Goods Stores” as a permitted use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District, and 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion passed with all in favor.

16. Discussion and possible action regarding the consideration to add “Recreational Equipment and Sales” as a permitted or conditional use under Section 3.05 in the B-1 District, and 3.05A in the B-2 District. Motion by Averill, second by Prem, that “Recreational Equipment and Sales” is considered an inappropriate use and will not be added to the B-1 or B-2 District, uses allowed will be covered under “Sporting Goods Stores”. Motion passed with all in favor.

17. General Public Comment. Bob Churchill inquired “Has there been a request for the permitted use that was added?” Prem explained the reason for the addition is to clean up the ordinance by adding “Sporting Goods Stores” which is essentially a use that already occurs in downtown businesses. There was no additional general public comment at this time. 
18. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to adjourn at 9:37 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
